Due to a February 2, 2005
interpretation from the American Institute of Certified Public Accountants (AICPA),
modifications were required to the Independent Auditor’s Report on your financial statements.
While the Auditor of State does not legally require your government to prepare financial
statements pursuant to Generally Accepted Accounting Principles (GAAP), the AICPA
interpretation requires auditors to formally acknowledge that you did not prepare your financial
statements in accordance with GAAP. The attached report includes an opinion relating to GAAP
presentation and measurement requirements, but does not imply the statements are misstated under
the non-GAAP regulatory basis. The Independent Auditor’s Report also includes an opinion on
the financial statements using the regulatory format the Auditor of State permits.

Our review was made in reference to the applicable sections of legislative criteria, as reflected by
the Ohio Constitution, and the Revised Code, policies, procedures and guidelines of the Auditor of
State, regulations and grant requirements. The Village of New London is responsible for
compliance with these laws and regulations.

As discussed in Note 1, the Village has prepared these financial statements using accounting practices
the Auditor of State prescribes or permits. These practices differ from accounting principles generdly
accepted in the United States of America. Although | cannot reasonably determine the effects on the
financid statements of the variances between these regulatory accounting practices and accounting principles
generally accepted in the United States of America, | presumethey are materid.

Revisons to GAAP would require the Village to reformat its financid statement presentation and make
other changes effective for the year ended December 31, 2006 and 2007. Instead of the combined funds the
accompanying financid statements present for 2006 and 2007, the revison requires presenting entity wide
datements and aso to present larger (i.e. mgor) funds separatdy for 2006 and 2007. While the Village does
not follow GAAP, generdly accepted auditing standards reguire us to include the following paragraph if the
gatements do not subgantialy conform to the new GAAP presentation requirements. The Auditor of State
permits, but does not require governments to reformat their statements. The Village has éected not to
reformat its satements. Since the Village does not use GAAPto measureitsfinancia statement amounts, the
following paragraph does not imply the amounts reported are materially misstated under the accounting
basis the Auditor of State permits. My opinion on the fair presentation of the amounts reported pursuant
to itsnon-GAAP bassisin the second following paragraph.

In my opinion, because of the effects of the matter discussed in the preceding two paragraphs, the financid
satements referred to above do not present fairly, in conformity with accounting principles generaly
accepted in the United States of America, the financid position of the Village as of December 31, 2006
and 2007, or its changesin financia position and cash flows for the year then ended.



Also, in my opinion, the financid statements referred to above present fairly, in al materia respects, the
combined fund cash balances of Village of New London, Huron County, Ohio, as of December 31, 2006 and
2007 and its combined cash receipts and disbursements and reserves for encumbrances for the year then
ended on the basis of accounting described in Note 1.

The aforementioned revision to generdly accepted accounting principles do requires the Village to include
Management's Discussion and Anaysis for the year ended December 31, 2006 and 2007. The Village has
not presented Management's Discusson and Andys's, which accounting principles generaly accepted In
the United States of Americahas determined is necessary to supplement, dthough not required to be part of
thefinancia statements.

In accordance with Government Auditing Standards, | have aso issued my report dated May 16, 2008, on
my condderation of the Village'sinternd control over financid reporting and my tests of its compliance with
certain provisons of laws, requlations, contracts and agrant agreements and other matters. That report
describes the scope of our testing of interna controls over financia reporting and compliance and the
results of testing. It does not opine on the interna control over financia reporting or on compliance. That
report is an integra part of an audit performed in accordance with Governmenta Auditing Standards. Y ou
should read it in conjunction with this report in assessing the results of my audit.

SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

A. Description of the Entity

The Village of New London, Huron County, (the Village) is a body corporate and
politic established to exercise the rights and privileges conveyed to it by the
constitution and laws of the State of Ohio. The Village is directed by a publicly-
elected six-member Council. The Village provides water, sewer, and sanitation
utilities, park operations, and police and fire services. The Village appropriates general
fund money to support a volunteer fire department.

The Village's management believes these financial statements present all activities for
which the Village is financially accountable, except debt service funds maintained by
outside custodians are not included in these financial statements. Assets held by
custodians are described in Note 9 to the financial statements.

. Basisof Accounting

These financial statements follow the basis of accounting prescribed or permitted by the
Auditor of State, which is similar to the cash receipts and disbursements basis of
accounting. Rece pts are recognized when received in cash rather than when earned, and
disbursements are recognized when paid rather than when a liability is incurred.
Budgetary presentations report budgetary expenditures when a commitment is made (i.e.,
when an encumbranceis approved).

These statements include adequate disclosure of materia matters, as prescribed or
permitted by the Auditor of State.

. Cash and I nvestments

Investments are reported as assets. Accordingly, purchases of investments are not
recorded as disbursements, and sales of investments are not recorded as receipts. Gains or
losses at the time of sale are recorded as receipts or disbursements, respectively.

Money market mutual funds (including STAR Ohio) are recorded at share values
reported by the mutual fund.

D. Fund Accounting

The Village uses fund accounting to segregate cash and investments that are restricted as to use.
The Village classifiesits funds into the following types:

1. General Fund

The General Fund is the general operating fund. It is used to account for all financia
resources except those required to be accounted for in another fund.

2. Special Revenue Fund

These funds are used to account for proceeds from specific sources (other than from trusts
or for capital projects) that are restricted to expenditure for specific purposes. The Village
had the following significant Special Revenue Funds:

Street Construction, Maintenance, and Repair Fund - This fund receives gasoline tax
and motor vehicle tax money for constructing, maintaining and repairing Village
streets.

Income Tax Fund -This fund receives revenues from the Village income tax and is
used to account for expenditures associated with the income tax department. Funds
remaining are transferred to the General Fund and Capital Improvement Fund
based upon the determination of Village Council.

The following funds have been reclassified from Expendable Trust funds to Special Revenue funds:

Cemetery Endowment Fund - This fund receives monies for the upkeep of specified
cemetery buildings and lots.

Cemetery Trust Fund - This fund receives atwenty dollar charge on the sale of each
cemetery lot for the upkeep of graves and buildings at the cemetery.

Capital Project Funds

These funds are used to account for receipts that are restricted for the acquisition or
construction of major capital projects (except those financed through enterprise funds). The
Village had the following significant capital project funds:

Capital Improvement Fund - This fund receives revenues alocated from the Income Tax
Fund used for capital purchases.

Fire Fighting Facilities Fund - This fund receives revenues from fire protection
contracts. Funds are used for fire equipment purchases and facility maintenance.

Enterprise Funds
These funds account for operations that are similar to private business enterprises where

management intends that the significant costs of providing certain goods or services will be
recovered through user charges. The Village had the following significant Enterprise Funds:

Water Fund - This fund receives charges for services from residents to cover the cost of
providing this utility.

Sewer Fund - This fund receives charges for services from residents to cover the cost of
providing this utility.

Sanitation Fund - This fund receives charges for services from residents to cover the cost
of providing this utility.

Parks Department Fund - This fund receives monies from charges associated with the
parks for rentals, camping, softball, the Firelands Festival, boat permits, and
concessions. Revenues are used for the operation of recreationa programs and
maintenance of facilities.

E. Budgetary Process

The Ohio Revised Code requires that each fund be budgeted annually.

1

Appropriations

Budgetary expenditures (that is, disbursements and encumbrances) may not exceed
appropriations at the fund, function or object level of control, and appropriations may not
exceed estimated resources. The Council must annually approve appropriation measures
and subsequent amendments. The County Budget Commission must also approve the
annual appropriation measure. Unencumbered appropriations lapse at year end.

Estimated Resour ces

Estimated resources include estimates of cash to be received (budgeted receipts) plus
unencumbered cash as of January 1. The County Budget Commission must also approve
estimated resources.

Encumbrances

The Ohio Revised Code requires the Village to reserve (encumber) appropriations when
commitments are made. Encumbrances outstanding at year end are carried over, and need
not be reappropriated.

F. Property, Plant, and Equipment

Acquisitions of property, plant, and equipment are recorded as disbursements when paid.
These items are not refl ected as assets on the accompanying financial statements.

G. Accumulated Leave

In certain circumstances, such as upon leaving employment, employees are entitled to
cash payments for unused leave. Unpaid leave is not reflected as a liability under the
Village's basis of accounting.

DEPOSITSAND INVESTMENTS

The Village maintains a cash and investment pool. The balance of this pool is displayed on the
"Combined Satement of Cash, Investments, and Fund Cash Bdances - Governmentd Fund Type, As
of December 31, 2006 and 2007."

Legd Requirements

Sate statutes classfy monies held by the Village into three categories.

Active depodts are public deposits necessary to meet current demands on the tressury. Such monies
must be maintained ether as cash in the Village Treesury, in commercid accounts payable or
withdrawable on demand, including negotiable order of withdrawa (NOW) accounts, or in money
market deposit accounts.

Inactive depodts are public depodits that the Board of Trustees has identified as not required for use
within the current two vear period of designation of depositories. Inactive deposits must either be
evidenced by certificates of deposit maturing not later than the end of the current period of
deaqnglon of depodtories, or by savings or depodt accounts including, but not limited to, passbhook
accounts.

Interim depodts are depodts of interim monies. Interim monies are those monies which are not
needed for immediate use but which will be needed before the end of the current period of
designation of depogtories. Interim deposits must be evidenced by time certificates of deposit
maturing not more than one year from the dae of deposit, or by savings or deposit accounts
including passhook accounts.

Interim monies may beinvested in the following securities:

1. United States treasury notes, bills, bonds, or any other obligation or security issued

by the United States treasury or any other obligation guaranteed asto principa and
interest by the United States,

2. Bonds, notes, debentures, or any other obligations or securities issued by any
federal government agency or instrumentality, including but not limited to, the federal
national federa home loan bank, federal farm credit bank, federal home |oan mortgage
corporation, government national mortgage association, and student |oan marketing
association. All federal agency securities shall be direct issuances of federa
government agencies or instrumentalities.

3. Written repurchase agreements in the securities listed above provided that the
market value of the securities subject to the repurchase agreement must exceed the
principal value of the agreement by at least two percent and be marked to market daily,
and that the term of the agreement must not exceed thirty days;

4. Bonds and other obligations of the State of Ohio;

5. No-load money market mutual funds consisting exclusively of obligations described
indivision (1) or (2) of this section and repurchase agreements secured by such
obligations, provided that investments in securities described in this division are made
only through eligible institutions;

6. The State Treasurer's investment pool (STAR Ohio);

The Village may dso invest any monies not required to be used for a period of Sx months or morein
thefollowing:

1. Bonds of the State of Ohio;

2. Bonds of any municipal corporation, village, county, Village, or other political
subdivision of this State, as to which there is no default of principal, interest or
coupons, and

3. Obligations of the Village.

Investmentsin stripped principd or interest obligetions, reverse repurchase agreements and derivatives
are prohibited. The issuance of taxable notes for the purpose of arbitrage, the use of leverane and short
«ling are dso prohibited. An investment must mature within five years from the date of purchese
unless metched to a specific obligation or debt of the Village, and be purchased within the expectation
that it will be hdd to maturity. Invesments may only be made through specified deders and
inditutions. Payment for investments may be made only upon ddlivery of the securities representing
the investments to the treasurer or, if the securities are not representing the investments to the
treasurer or, if the securities are not represented by a certificate, upon receipt of confirmation of
transfer from the custodian.

Protection of the Village's depositsis provided by the Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation, by
eligible securities pledged by the financial institution as security for repayment, by surety
company bonds deposited with the Clerk by the financid ingtitution, or by a snale collatera pool
established by the financid ingtitution to secure the repayment of al public monies deposited with

theingtitution.

The following information classifies deposits and investments by cetegories of risk as defined by
EASB Sta%gment No.3, "Deposits with Fnancid Ingtitutions, Investments and Reverse Repurchase
greements’.

Deposits. At year-end, the carrying amount of the Village's deposits was $450,295 for 2007 and
$460,044 for 2006 and the bank balance was $557,241 for 2007 and $534,889 for 2006. Of the
bank balance, $200,000 was covered by federal depository insurance for 2007 and 2006, and
$357,241 for 2007 and $334,889 for 2006 was covered by collateral held by third party trustees
pursuant to Section 135.181, Revised Code, in collateral pools securing al public funds on
deposit with specific depository institutions.

Investments. Statutory provisions require that the Village hold al securities acquired by the
Village or deposit them with aqualified trustee pursuant to Section 135.18, Revised Code.
Securities acquired under a repurchase agreement must be deposited with such atrustee unless
the counterparty is a designated depository of the Village for the current period of designation of
depositories, in which case the securities may be held in trust by the depository. At the end of
each day, the Village withdraws surplus funds from the account and invests the moniesin an
overnight repurchase agreement. The Village does not purchase any specific security in this
manner, but the investment is collateralized by pledged securities held by athird party in the
name of the bank.

The Village has invested funds in the State Treasury Asset Reserve of Ohio (STAROhio), during
2007 and 2006. STARONhiIo is an investment pool managed by the State Treasurer's Office
which allows governments within the state to pool their funds for investment purposes.

STARONio is not registered with the SEC as an investment company, but does operatein a
manner consistent with Rule 2a7 of the Investment Company Act of 1940. Investmentsin
STARONhio are valued at STARONhi0's share price which is the price the investment could be
sold for on December 31, 2007 and 2006. At year end, the carrying amount of the Village's
deposits with Star Ohio was $1,256,209 for 2007 and $1,218,948 for 2006 and the market
value was $1,256,209 for 2007 and $1,218,948 for 2006.

GASB Statement 3 "Deposits with Financia Institutions, Investments and Reverse
Repurchase Agreements' requires that local governments disclose the carrying amounts and
market value of investments, classified by risk. Category 1 includes investments that are

insured or registered, or securities held by the Village or its agent in Village name. Category
2 includes uninsured and unregistered, with securities held by the counter-party trust

department or agent in the Village.

Category 3 includes uninsured and unregistered, with securities held by the counterparty, or
by its trust department or agent but not in the Village. STAR Ohio isunclassified
investments since they are not evidenced by securities that exist in physical or book entry
form. Since STAR Ohio isthe only investments, the categories described above do not

apply-
PROPERTY TAX

Real property taxes become alien on January 1 preceding the October 1 date for which rates
are adopted by Village Council. The State Board of Tax Equalization adjusts these rates for
inflation. Property taxes are also reduced for applicable homestead and rollback deductions.
Homestead and rollback amounts are then paid by the State, and are reflected in the
accompanying financial statements as Intergovernmental Receipts. Payments are due to the
County by December 31. If the property owner elects to make semiannual payments, the first
half is due December 31. The second half payment is due the following June 20.

Public utilities are also taxed on persona and real property located within the Village.
Tangible personal property tax is assessed by the property owners, who must file alist of such
property to the County by each April 30.

The County is responsible for assessing property, and for billing, collecting, and distributing all
property taxes on behalf of the Village.

RISK MANAGEMENT

Commercial Insurance

The Village has obtained commercial insurance for the following risks:

6. LOCAL INCOME TAX

The Village levies amunicipal income tax of one percent on substantially all earned income

arising from employment, residency, or business activities within the Village aswell as
certain income of residents earned outside of the Village.

Employers within the Village withhold income tax on employee compensation and remit the
tax to the Village either monthly or quarterly, as required. Corporations and other individua
taxpayers pay estimated taxes quarterly and file a declaration annually.

7. DEBT

The Reservoir Loan relates to the construction of the reservoir in 1973. The Ohio Water
Development Authority (OWDA) loans relate to sewer plant expansion projects that were mandated
by the Ohio Environmental Protection Agency. The Water System Improvement Bonds were i ssued
for the water plant expansion project in 1997. The Rural Water System Improvement Bonds were
issued to extend water service to New London Township residentsin 1999. The Sutton Equipment
Loan was for the purchase of atanker truck, garbage truck, utility truck, and park equipment in
2002. The United States Department of Agriculture Rural Development loan relates to the purchase
of fire truck in 2005.

8. PENSION PLAN

The Village's law enforcement officers belong to the Ohio Police and Fire Pension Funds
(OP&F). Other full-time employees belong to the Ohio Public Employees Retirement
System (OPERS). OP& F and OPERS are cost-sharing, multiple-employer plans. These plans
provide retirement benefits, including postretirement healthcare, and survivor and disability
benefits to participants as prescribed by the Ohio Revised Code.

Ohio Public Employees Retirement System
All Village full-time employees participate in the Ohio Public Employees Retirement System
(OPERS). OPERS adminigtersthree separate pension plans, as described b ow:

e The Traditional Pension Plan (TP) - a cost-sharing multiple-employer defined benefit
pension plan;

e TheMember-Directed Plan (MD) - adefined contribution plan in which the member
invests both member and employer contributions (employer contributions vest over
five years at 20 percent per year). Under the Member-Directed Plan, members
accumulate retirement assets equal to the value of member and (vested) employer
contributions plus any investment earnings,

e The Combined Plan (CO) - a cost-sharing multiple-employer defined benefit pension
plan. Under the Combined Plan employer contributions are invested by the retirement
system to provide a formularetirement benefit similar in nature to the Traditional
Pension Plan benefit. Member contributions, the investment of which is self-directed by
the members, accumulate retirement assets in a manner similar to the Member-Directed
Plan.

Ohio Public Employees Retirement System

PERS provides retirement, disability, survivor, and death benefits and annual cost of
living adjustments to members of both the Traditional Pension and the Combined plans.
Members of the Member-Directed Plan do not qualify for ancillary benefits. Village to
establish and amend benefits is provided by State statute per Chapter 145 of the Ohio
Revised Code. OPERS issues a stand-alone financial report. Interested parties may
obtain a copy by making a written request to 277 East Town Street, Columbus, Ohio
43215-4642 or by calling (614) 222-6701 or 1-800-222-7377.

The Ohio Revised Code provides statutory Village for member and employer
contributions. For 2006, member and employer contribution rates were consistent across
all three plans (TP, MD, and CO). Plan members are required to contribute 9 percent for
2006 and 9.5 percent for 2007 of their annua covered sdary to fund pension
obligations. The employer pension contribution rate for the Village was 13.70% for
2006 and 13.85% for 2007 of covered payroll. The Village's required contributions
to OPERS for the fiscal years ended December 31, 2007, 2006, and 2005 were
$33,580, $29,722, and $23,454 respectively.

9. POST-EMPLOYMENT BENEFITS
hio Public Empl Retirement m

The Ohio Public Employees Retirement System (OPERS) provides post-retirement
health care coverage to age and service retirees with ten or more years of qualifying Ohio
service credit. Health care coverage for disability recipients and primary survivor
recipients is available with both the Traditional and the Combined Plan; however, health
care benefits are not statutorily guaranteed. Members of the Member-Directed Plan do
not qualify for ancillary benefits, including post-employment health care coverage. The
health care coverage provided by the retirement system is considered an Other Post-
Employment Benefit (OPEB) as described in GASB Statement No. 12. A portion of
each employer's contribution to OPERS is set aside for the funding of post-retirement
health care.

Ohio Public Employees Retirement System

The Ohio Revised Code provides statutory Village for employer contributions. The

employer pension contribution rate for the Village was 13.70 percent for 2006 and 13.85
percent for 2007 of covered payroll, 4.5% for 2006 and 5% for 2007 was the portion that
was used to fund health care.

Benefits are advance-funded using the entry age norma actuarid cost method of vauation.
Significant actuarial assumptions, based on OPERS latest actuaria review performed as of
December 31, 2003, include a rate of return on investments of 8 percent, an annud increase in
active employee totd payroll of 4 percent compounded annually (assuming no change in the
number of active employees) and an additiona increase in tota payroll of between .50 percent
and 6.30 percent based on additional annua pay increases.

Hedth care costs were assumed to increase at the projected wage inflation rate plus an
additional factor ranging from 1 percent to 6 percent for the next 8 years. In subsequent years
(9 and beyond) health care costs were assumed to increase at 4 percent (the projected wage
inflation rate).

All investments are carried a market. For actuaria valuation purposes, a smoothed market
approach is used. Assats are adjusted to reflect 25 percent of unredized market appreciation or
depreciation on investment assets.

At December 31, 2007, the number of active contributing participantsin the Traditiond Penson
and Combined Plans totaled 376,109. The actud contribution and the actuarialy required
contribution amounts are the same. OPERS net assets available for payment of benefits a
December 31, 2003 (the latest information available) were $10.5 hillion. The actuarialy
accrued liability and the unfunded actuarid accrued liability were $26.9 billion and $16.4
billion, respectively.

On September 9, 2006 the OPERS Retirement Board adopted a Hedth Care Preservation Plan
(HCPP) with an effective date of January 1, 2007. The HCPP restructures OPERS health care
coverage to improve the financia solvency of the fund in response to skyrocketing hedlth care
costs.

Under the HCPP, retirees digible for hedth care coverage will receive agraded monthly alocation
based on their years of service a retirement. The Plan incorporates a cafeteria gpproach, offering
abroad range of hedth care options that alow benefit recipients to use their monthly dlocation
to purchase hedth care coverage customized to meet ther individud needs. If the monthly
alocation exceeds the cost of the options sdected, the excess is depodited into a Retiree Medica
Account that can be used to fund future health care expenses.

10. DEBT SERVICE TRUSTEED FUNDS

The Water Improvement trust agreement required the Village to establish a debt service fund
to be maintained by a custodian bank. The Village has established this fund. At December
31, 2007, the custodian held $331,211 in Village assets. These assets, and the related receipts
and disbursements, are not reflected in the accompanying financial statements.
