I have audited the accompanying financial statements of the business-type activities of 
Highland Metropolitan Housing Authority, Ohio, as of and for the year ended December 
31, 2008, which collectively comprise the Authority financial statements, as listed in the 
table of contents.

In my opinion, the financial statements referred to above present fairly, in all material 
respects, the financial position of the business-type activities of the Highland 
Metropolitan Housing Authority, Ohio, as of December 31, 2008, and the respective 
change in financial position and cash flows for the year then ended in conformity with 
accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America.

May 22, 2009, on my consideration of Highland Metropolitan Housing Authority, Ohio's 
internal control over financial reporting and my tests of its compliance with certain 
provisions of laws, regulations, contracts and grants agreements and other matters.  The 
purpose of that report is to describe the scope of my testing of internal control over 
financial reporting and compliance and the results of that testing and not to provide an 
opinion on the internal control over financial reporting or on compliance.  That report is 
an integral part of an audit performed in accordance with Government Auditing 
Standards and should be read in conjunction with this report in considering the result of 
my audit. 
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The Management’s Discussion and Analysis is not a required part of the financial 
statements but is supplementary information required by the accounting principles 
generally accepted in the United State of America.  I have applied certain limited 
procedures, which consisted principally of inquiry of management regarding the methods 
of measurement and presentation of the supplementary information.  However, I did not 
audit the information and express no opinion thereon.

The Highland Metropolitan Housing Authority’s (“the Authority”) management’s 
discussion and analysis is designed to (a) assist the reader in focusing on significant 
financial issues, (b) provide an overview of the Authority’s financial activity, (c) identify 
changes in the Authority’s financial position (its ability to address the next and 
subsequent fiscal year challenges), and (d) identify individual fund issues or concerns. 
 
Since the Management’s Discussion and Analysis (MD&A) is designed to focus on the 
current years activities, resulting changes and currently known facts, please read it in 
conjunction with the Authority’s financial statements. 
 

 
FINANCIAL HIGHLIGHTS 

 
• During FY 2008, the Authority’s net assets increased by $15,151. Since the 

Authority engages only in business-type activities, the increase is all in the 
category of business-type net assets.  Net Assets were $83,221 and $98,371 for 
FY 2007 and FY 2008 respectively. 

 
• The revenue decreased by $7,540 (or 1.74%) during FY 2008, and was $433,145 

and $425,605 for FY 2007 and FY 2008 respectively. 
 

• The total expenses of the Authority increased by $6,427 (or 1.59%).  Total 
expenses were $404,028 and $410,455 for FY 2007 and FY 2008 respectively.

Authority-Wide Financial Statements 
 
The Authority-wide financial statements are designed to be corporate-like in that all 
business type activities are consolidated into columns which add to a total for the entire 
Authority.   
 
These Statements include a Statement of Net Assets, which is similar to a Balance Sheet.  
The Statement of Net Assets reports all financial and capital resources for the Authority.  
The statement is presented in the format where assets, minus liabilities, equal “Net 
Assets”, formerly known as equity.  Assets and liabilities are presented in order of 
liquidity, and are classified as “Current” (convertible into cash within one year), and 
“Non-current”.   
 
The focus of the Statement of Net Assets (the “Unrestricted Net Assets”) is designed to 
represent the net available liquid (non-capital) assets, net of liabilities, for the entire 
Authority.  Net Assets (formerly equity) are reported in three broad categories: 
 
Net Assets, Invested in Capital Assets, Net of Related Debt:  This component of Net 
Assets consists of all Capital Assets, reduced by the outstanding balances of any bonds, 
mortgages, notes or other borrowings that are attributable to the acquisition, construction, 
or improvement of those assets. 
 
Restricted Net Assets:  This component of Net Assets consists of restricted assets, when 
constraints are placed on the asset by creditors (such as debt covenants), grantors, 
contributors, laws, regulations, etc. 
 
Unrestricted Net Assets:  Consists of Net Assets that do not meet the definition of “Net 
Assets Invested in Capital Assets, Net of Related Debt”, or “Restricted Net Assets”. 
 
The Authority-wide financial statements also include a Statement of Revenues, Expenses 
and Changes in Fund Net Assets (similar to an Income Statement).  This Statement 
includes Operating Revenues, such as rental income, Operating Expenses, such as 
administrative, utilities, and maintenance, and depreciation, and Non-Operating Revenue 
and Expenses, such as capital grant revenue, investment income and interest expense. 
 
The focus of the Statement of Revenues, Expenses and Changes in Fund Net Assets is the 
“Change in Net Assets”, which is similar to Net Income or Loss. 
 
Finally, a Statement of Cash Flows is included, which discloses net cash provided by, or 
used for operating activities, non-capital financing activities, and from capital and related 
financing activities.

Fund Financial Statements 
 
The Authority is accounted for as an Enterprise Fund.  Enterprise funds utilize the full 
accrual basis of accounting.  The Enterprise method of accounting is similar to 
accounting utilized by the private sector accounting. 
 
Many of the programs maintained by the Authority are required by the Department of 
Housing and Urban Development.  Others are segregated to enhance accountability and 
control. 
 

The Authority’s Programs 
 
Housing Choice Voucher Program – Under the Housing Choice Voucher Program, the 
Authority administers contracts with independent landlords that own the property.  The 
Authority subsidizes the family’s rent through a Housing Assistance Payment made to the 
landlord.  The program is administered under and Annual Contributions Contract (ACC) 
with HUD.  HUD provides Annual Contributions Funding to enable the Authority to 
structure a lease that sets the participants’ rent at 30% of household income.

Major Factors Affecting the Statement of Net Assets 
 

During FY 2008, current assets increased by $5,213 while current liabilities decreased by 
$9,005. The increase in current assets can be attributed to the increase in cash and 
receivable from HUD. Note that the decrease in current liabilities in the current year is 
due to the payment of outstanding payables.  
 
Capital assets increased by a net amount of $932, which includes the purchase of a new 
printer for $1,499 and current year depreciation of $567. For more detail see “Capital 
Assets and Debt Administration” below.

The total amount of HUD PHA Grants for FY 2008 decreased $8,375 or 1.94% which 
includes both Administrative Fees and Housing Assistance Payments.  
 
The authority spent $368,898 in Housing Assistance Payments which is a $10,446 or 
2.91% increase from FY 2007.  
 
The authority’s net income of $15,150 for FY 2008 is reflected in the change in net 
assets. In the current year, Restricted Net Assets increased $2,846 while Unrestricted Net 
Assets increased $12,664.

December 31, 2008 
 
1. SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES 
 
Summary of Significant Accounting Policies 
The financial statements of the Highland Metropolitan Housing Authority (the 
“Authority”) have been prepared in conformity with accounting principles generally 
accepted in the United States of America (GAAP) as applied to government units. The 
Governmental Accounting Standards Board (GASB) is the accepted standard-setting 
body for establishing governmental accounting and financial reporting principles. The 
Authority also applies Financial Accounting Standards Board (FASB) Statements and 
Interpretations issued on or after November 30, 1989, to its business-type activities and to 
its proprietary fund provided they do not conflict with or contradict GASB 
pronouncements. The more significant of the Authority’s accounting policies are 
described below. 
 
Reporting Entity 
The Authority was created under the Ohio Revised Code, Section 3735.27. The Authority 
contracts with the United States Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) 
to provide low and moderate income persons with safe and sanitary housing through 
subsidies provided by HUD. The Authority depends on the subsidies from HUD to 
operate. 
 
The accompanying financial statements comply with the provision of Governmental 
Accounting Standards Board (GASB) Statement 14, the Financial Reporting Entity, in 
that the financial statements include all organizations, activities and functions for which 
the Authority is financially accountable. This report includes all activities considered by 
management to be part of the Authority by virtue of Section 2100 of the Codification of 
Governmental Accounting and Financial Reporting Standards. 

 
Section 2100 indicates that the reporting entity consists of a) the primary government, b) 
organizations for which the primary government is financially accountable and c) other 
organizations for which the nature and significance of their relationship with the primary 
government are such that exclusion would cause the reporting entity’s financial 
statements to be misleading or incomplete. 

 
The definition of the reporting entity is based primarily on the notion of financial 
accountability. A primary government is financially accountable for the organizations 
that make up its legal entity.  It is also financially accountable for legally separate 
organizations if its officials appoint a voting majority of an organization’s government 
body and either it is able to impose its will on that organization or there is a potential for 
the organization to provide specific financial benefits to, or to impose specific financial 
burdens on, the primary government. A primary government may also be financially 
accountable for governmental organizations that are fiscally dependent on it.

1. SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES - CONTINUED 
 
A primary government has the ability to impose its will on an organization if it can 
significantly influence the programs, projects, or activities of, or the level of services 
performed or provided by, the organization. A financial benefit or burden relationship 
exists if the primary government a) is entitled to the organization’s resources; b) is legally 
obligated or has otherwise assumed the obligation to finance the deficits of, or provide 
financial support to, the organization; or c) is obligated in some manner for the debt of 
the organization. 
 
Management believes the financial statements included in this report represent all of the 
funds of the Authority over which the Authority is financially accountable. 
 
Basis of Presentation 
The Authority’s basic financial statements consist of a statement of net assets, a statement 
of revenue, expenses and changes in net assets, and a statement of cash flows. The 
Authority uses a single enterprise fund to maintain its financial records during the year. A 
fund is defined as a fiscal and accounting entity with a self-balancing set of accounts. 
Enterprise fund reporting focuses on the determination of the change in net assets, 
financial position and cash flows.  
 
Fund Accounting 
The Authority uses the proprietary fund to report on its financial position and the results 
of its operations for the Section 8 program. Fund accounting is designed to demonstrate 
legal compliance and to aid financial management by segregating transactions related to 
certain government functions or activities.  
 
Funds are classified into three categories: governmental, proprietary and fiduciary. The 
Authority uses the proprietary category for its programs. 
 
Proprietary Fund Types 
Proprietary funds are used to account for the Authority’s ongoing activities, which are 
similar to those found in the private sector. The following is the proprietary fund type: 

 
Enterprise Fund - This fund is used to account for the operations that are financed and 
operated in a manner similar to private business enterprises where the intent is that the 
costs (expenses, including depreciation) of providing goods or services to the general 
public on a continuing basis be financed or recovered primarily through user charges or 
where it has been decided that periodic determination of revenue earned, expenses 
incurred, and/or net income is appropriate for capital maintenance, public policy, 
management control, accountability or other purposes.

1. SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES - CONTINUED 
 
Measurement Focus/Basis of Accounting 
The proprietary funds are accounted for on the accrual basis of accounting. Revenues are 
recognized in the period earned and expenses are recognized in the period incurred. 
Pursuant to GASB Statement No. 20 Accounting and Financial Reporting for Proprietary 
Funds and Other Governmental Entities that Use Proprietary Fund Accounting, the 
Authority follows GASB guidance as applicable to proprietary funds and FASB 
Statements and Interpretations, Accounting Principles Board Opinions and Accounting 
Research Bulletins issued after November 30, 1989, that do not conflict with or 
contradict GASB pronouncements. 
 
Description of programs 
The following is the program, which is included in the single enterprise fund: 
 
Housing Choice Voucher Program (HCVP) – Under the Housing Choice Voucher 
Program, the Authority subsidizes rents to independent landlords that own the property. 
The Authority subsidizes the family’s rent through a Housing Assistance Payment (HAP) 
made to the landlord. The program is administered under an Annual Contributions 
Contract with HUD. HUD provides funding to enable the Authority to structure a lease 
that requires the participant to pay a rent based on a percentage of their adjusted gross 
household income, typically 30 percent, and the Housing Authority subsidizes the 
balance. 
 
Accounting and Reporting for Nonexchange Transactions 
The Authority previously adopted GASB 33. Nonexchange transactions occur when the 
Public Housing Authority (PHA) receives (or gives) value without directly giving equal 
value in return. GASB 33 identifies four classes of nonexchange transactions as follows: 

 Derived tax revenues: result from assessments imposed on exchange transactions 
(i.e., income taxes, sales taxes and other assessments on earnings or consumption). 

 Imposed nonexchange revenues: result from assessments imposed on 
nongovernmental entities, including individuals, other than assessments on exchange 
transactions (i.e. property taxes and fines).   

 Government-mandated nonexchange transactions: occur when a government at one 
level provides resources to a government at another level and requires the recipient to 
use the resources for a specific purpose (i.e., federal programs that state or local 
governments are mandated to perform). 

 Voluntary nonexchange transactions: result from legislative or contractual 
agreements, other than exchanges, entered into willingly by the parties to the 
agreement (i.e. certain grants and private donations).

PHA grants and subsidies will be defined as government-mandated or voluntary 
nonexchange transactions. 
 
GASB 33 establishes two distinct standards depending upon the kind of stipulation 
imposed by the provider. 
 

 Time requirements specify (a) the period when resources are required to be used or 
when use may begin (for example, operating or capital grants for a specific period) or 
(b) that the resources are required to be maintained intact in perpetuity or until a 
specified date or event has occurred (for example, permanent endowments, term 
endowments, and similar agreements). Time requirements affect the timing of 
recognition of nonexchange transactions. 

 
 Purpose restrictions specify the purpose for which resources are required to be used. 

(i.e. capital grants used for the purchase of capital assets). Purpose restrictions do not 
affect when a nonexchange transaction is recognized. However, PHAs that receive 
resources with purpose restrictions should report resulting net assets, equity, or fund 
balance as restricted.  

 
The PHA will recognize assets (liabilities) when all applicable eligibility requirements 
are met or resources received whichever is first. Eligibility requirements established by 
the provider may stipulate the qualifying characteristics of recipients, time requirements, 
allowable costs, and other contingencies. 
 
The PHA will recognize revenues (expenses) when all applicable eligibility requirements 
are met. For transactions that have a time requirement for the beginning of the following 
period, PHAs should record resources received prior to that period as deferred revenue 
and the provider of those resources would record an advance. 
 
The PHA receives government-mandated or voluntary nonexchange transactions, which 
do not specify time requirements. Upon award, the entire subsidy should be recognized as 
a receivable and revenue in the period when applicable eligibility requirements have been 
met. 
 
Capital Assets 
Capital assets are stated at cost and depreciation is computed using the straight line 
method over an estimated useful life of the assets. The cost of normal maintenance and 
repairs, that do not add to the value of the asset or materially extend the asset life, are not

Net Assets 
Net assets represent the difference between assets and liabilities. Net assets invested in 
capital assets – net of related debt consists of capital assets, net of accumulated 
depreciation, reduced by the outstanding balances of any borrowing used for the 
acquisition, construction or improvement of those assets. Net assets are recorded as 
restricted when there are limitations imposed on their use either by internal or external 
restrictions. 
 
Operating Revenues and Expenses 
Operating revenues are those revenues that are generated directly from the primary 
activity of the proprietary fund. For the Authority, these revenues are tenant revenues, 
operating grants from HUD and other miscellaneous revenue. 
 
Cash and Cash Equivalents 
For the purpose of the statement of cash flows, cash and cash equivalents include all 
highly liquid debt instruments with original maturities of three months or less. 
 
Budgetary Accounting 
The Authority annually prepares its budget as prescribed by the Department of Housing 
and Urban Development. This budget is submitted to the Department of Housing and 
Urban Development and once approved is adopted by the Board of the Housing 
Authority. 
 
Estimates 
The preparation of financial statements in conformity with accounting principles 
generally accepted in the United States of America requires management to make 
estimates and assumptions that affect reported amounts of assets and liabilities and 
disclosure of contingent assets and liabilities at the date of the financial statements, and 
the reported amounts of revenue and expenses during the reporting period. Actual results 
could differ from those estimates.

Accounts Payable 
This balance reflects the amount owed to the management company for the 
administration of the program. 
 
2. DEPOSITS AND INVESTMENTS 
State statutes classify monies held by the Authority into three categories. 
 
Active deposits are public deposits necessary to meet demands on the treasury. Such 
monies must be maintained either as cash in the Authority’s Treasury, in commercial 
accounts payable or withdraw able on demand, including negotiable order of withdrawal 
(NOW) accounts, or in money market deposit accounts. 
 
Inactive deposits are public deposits that the Authority has identified as not required for 
use within the current two-year period of designation of depositories. Inactive deposits 
must either be evidenced by certificates of deposit maturing not later than the end of the 
current period of designation of depositories, or by savings or deposit account is 
including, but not limited to passbook accounts. 
 
Interim deposits are deposits of interim monies. Interim monies are those monies, which 
are not needed for immediate use but which will be needed before the end of the current 
period of designation of depositories. 
 
Interim deposits must be evidenced by time certificates of deposit maturing not more than 
one year from the date of deposit or by savings or deposit accounts including passbook 
accounts. 
 
Protection of Authority’s deposits is provided by the Federal Deposit Insurance 
Corporation (FDIC) by eligible securities pledged by the financial institution as security 
for repayment, but surety company bonds deposited with the treasurer by the financial 
institution or by a single collateral pool established by the financial institution to secure 
the repayment of all public monies deposited with the institution. 
 
At fiscal year end December 31, 2008, the carrying amount of the Authority’s deposits 
totaled $105,449 and its bank balance was $107,416. Based on the criteria described in 
GASB Statement No. 40, “Deposit and Investment Risk Disclosure,” as of December 31, 
2008, no amount was exposed to custodial risk as discussed below the full balance was 
covered by the Federal Depository Insurance Corporation.

2. DEPOSITS AND INVESTMENTS – (Continued) 
 
Custodial credit risk is the risk that in the event of bank failure, the Authority will not be 
able to recover the deposits. All deposits are collateralized with eligible securities in 
amounts equal to at least 105% of the carrying value of the deposits. Such collateral, as 
permitted by the Ohio Revised Code, is held in single financial institution collateral pools 
at the Federal Reserve Banks or at member banks of the federal reserve system, in the 
name of the respective depository bank and pledged as a pool of collateral against all of 
the public deposits it holds or as specific collateral held at the Federal Reserve Bank in 
the name of the Authority. 

 
3. RESTRICTED CASH 
 
Restricted cash balance as of December 31, 2008 of $22,924 represents cash on hand for the 
following:

4. RISK MANAGEMENT 
 
The Authority maintains comprehensive insurance coverage with private carriers for 
health, real property, building contents and vehicles. Vehicle policies include liability 
coverage for bodily injury and property damage. There was no significant reduction in 
coverage and no settlements exceeded insurance coverage during the past three years.

Internal Control over Financial Reporting 
In planning and performing my audit, I considered Highland Metropolitan Housing 
Authority, Ohio’s internal control over financial reporting as a basis for designing my 
auditing procedures for the purpose of expressing my opinion on the financial statements, 
but no for the purpose of expressing an opinion on the effectiveness of the entity’s 
internal control over financial reporting.  Accordingly, I do not express an opinion on the 
effectiveness of the entity’s internal control over financial reporting. 
 
A control deficiency exists when the design or operation of a control does not allow 
management or employees, in the normal course of performing their assigned functions, 
to prevent or detect misstatements on a timely basis.  A significant deficiency is a control 
deficiency, or combination of control deficiencies, that adversely affects the entity’s 
ability to initiate, authorize, record, process, or report financial data reliably in 
accordance with generally accepted accounting principles such that there is more than a 
remote likelihood that a misstatement of the authority’s financial statements that is more 
than inconsequential will not be prevented or detected by the authority’s internal control. 
 
A material weakness is a significant deficiency, or combination of significant 
deficiencies, that results in more than a remote likelihood that a material misstatement of 
the financial statements will not be prevented or detected by the authority’ internal 
control. 
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My consideration of internal control over financial reporting was for the limited purpose 
described in the first paragraph of this section and would not necessarily identify all 
deficiencies in internal control that might be significant deficiencies or material 
weaknesses. I did not identify any deficiencies in internal control over financial reporting 
that I consider to be material weaknesses, as defined above. 
 
Compliance and Other Matters 
As part of obtaining reasonable assurance about whether Highland Metropolitan Housing 
Authority financial statements are free of material misstatement, I performed tests of its 
compliance with certain provision of laws, regulations, contracts, and grant agreements, 
noncompliance with which could have a direct and material effect on the determination 
of financial statements amounts.  However, providing an opinion on compliance with 
those provisions was not an objective of my audit, and accordingly, I do not express such 
an opinion.  The results of my tests disclosed no instance of noncompliance or other 
matters that is required to be reported under Government Auditing Standards.
