Report on the Financial Statements

We have audited the accompanying financial statements of the governmental activities, the business-type
activities, each major fund, and the aggregate remaining fund information of the Wadsworth City School
District, Medina County, Ohio, (the District), as of and for the year ended June 30, 2014, and the related
notes to the financial statements, which collectively comprise the District’'s basic financial statements as
listed in the table of contents.

Management’s Responsibility for the Financial Statements

Management is responsible for preparing and fairly presenting these financial statements in accordance
with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America; this includes designing,
implementing, and maintaining internal control relevant to preparing and fairly presenting financial
statements that are free from material misstatement, whether due to fraud or error.

Auditor's Responsibility

Our responsibility is to opine on these financial statements based on our audit. We audited in accordance
with auditing standards generally accepted in the United States of America and the financial audit
standards in the Comptroller General of the United States’ Government Auditing Standards. Those
standards require us to plan and perform the audit to reasonably assure the financial statements are free
from material misstatement.

An audit requires obtaining evidence about financial statement amounts and disclosures. The procedures
selected depend on our judgment, including assessing the risks of material financial statement
misstatement, whether due to fraud or error. In assessing those risks, we consider internal control
relevant to the District's preparation and fair presentation of the financial statements in order to design
audit procedures that are appropriate in the circumstances, but not to the extent needed to opine on the
effectiveness of the District's internal control. Accordingly, we express no opinion. An audit also includes
evaluating the appropriateness of management’'s accounting policies and the reasonableness of their
significant accounting estimates, as well as our evaluation of the overall financial statement presentation.

We believe the audit evidence we obtained is sufficient and appropriate to support our audit opinions.

basic financial statements. We do not opine or provide any assurance on the information because the
limited procedures do not provide us with sufficient evidence to opine or provide any other assurance.

Supplementary and Other Information
Our audit was conducted to opine on the District’s basic financial statements taken as a whole.

The Federal Awards Receipts and Expenditures Schedule presents additional analysis as required by the
U.S. Office of Management and Budget Circular A-133, Audits of States, Local Governments, and Non-
Profit Organizations and is not a required part of the financial statements.

The schedule is management’s responsibility, and derives from and relate directly to the underlying
accounting and other records used to prepare the basic financial statements. We subjected this schedule
to the auditing procedures we applied to the basic financial statements. We also applied certain
additional procedures, including comparing and reconciling the schedule directly to the underlying
accounting and other records used to prepare the basic financial statements or to the basic financial
statements themselves in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the United States of
America. In our opinion, this schedule is fairly stated in all material respects in relation to the basic
financial statements taken as a whole.

The management’s discussion and analysis of the Wadsworth City School District’s (the “District”) financial
performance provides an overall review of the District’s financial activities for the fiscal year ended June 30, 2014.
The intent of this discussion and analysis is to look at the District’s financial performance as a whole; readers should
also review the notes to the basic financial statements and basic financial statements to enhance their understanding
of the District’s financial performance.

Financial Highlights

Key financial highlights for 2014 are as follows:

In total, net position increased $933,003. Net position of governmental activities increased $942,914, which
represents a 1.34% increase from 2013’s net position. Net position of business-type activities decreased $9,911
from 2013.

Governmental activities general revenues accounted for $45,654,676 in revenues or 85.07% of all governmental
activities revenues. Governmental activities program specific revenues in the form of charges for services and
sales, operating and capital grants and contributions accounted for $8,014,712 or 14.93% of total governmental
activities revenues of $53,669,388.

The District had $52,726,474 in expenses related to governmental activities; only $8,014,712 of these expenses
were offset by program specific charges for services, operating and capital grants or contributions. General
revenues supporting governmental activities (primarily taxes and unrestricted grants and entitlements) of
$45,654,676 were adequate to provide for these programs.

The District had $42,591 in expenses related to business-type activities; a total of $32,680 was offset by
program specific charges for services. Total revenues were not adequate to provide for these programs by
$9,911 resulting in a decrease in net position from $17,055 to a balance of $7,144.

The District’s major funds are the general fund, the debt service fund and the classroom facilities fund. The
general fund had $41,313,621 in revenues and other financing sources and $39,214,462 in expenditures and
other financing uses. During fiscal year 2014, the general fund’s fund balance increased $2,099,159 from a
balance of $6,663,138 to a balance of $8,762,297.

The debt service fund had $7,768,786 in revenues and $6,866,210 in expenditures. During fiscal year 2014, the
debt service fund’s fund balance increased $902,576 from a balance of $4,715,274 to a balance of $5,617,850.

The classroom facilities fund had $633,185 in revenues and other financing sources and $244,309 in
expenditures. During fiscal year 2014, the classroom facilities fund’s fund balance increased $388,876 from a
balance of $5,362,563 to a balance of $5,751,439.

Using these Basic Financial Statements

This annual report consists of a series of financial statements and notes to those statements. These statements are
organized so the reader can understand the District as a financial whole, an entire operating entity. The statements
then proceed to provide an increasingly detailed look at specific financial activities.

The statement of net position and statement of activities provide information about the activities of the whole
District, presenting both an aggregate view of the District’s finances and a longer-term view of those finances. Fund
financial statements provide the next level of detail. For governmental funds, these statements tell how services
were financed in the short-term as well as what remains for future spending. The fund financial statements also look
at the District’s most significant funds with all other nonmajor funds presented in total in one column. In the case of
the District, the general fund, the debt service fund and the classroom facilities fund are the only major funds.

Reporting the District as a Whole
Statement of Net Position and the Statement of Activities

While this document contains the large number of funds used by the District to provide programs and activities, the
view of the District as a whole looks at all financial transactions and asks the question, “How did we do financially
during 2014?” The statement of net position and the statement of activities answer this question. These statements
include all (non-fiduciary) assets, deferred outflows of resources, liabilities, deferred inflows of resources, revenues
and expenses using the accrual basis of accounting similar to the accounting used by most private-sector companies.
This basis of accounting will take into account all of the current year’s revenues and expenses regardless of when
cash is received or paid.

These two statements report the District’s net position and changes in that position. This change in net position is
important because it tells the reader that, for the District as a whole, the financial position of the District has
improved or diminished. The causes of this change may be the result of many factors, some financial, some not.
Non-financial factors include the District’s property tax base, current property tax laws in Ohio restricting revenue
growth, facility conditions, required educational programs and other factors.

In the statement of net position and the statement of activities, the District is divided into two distinct kinds of
activities:

Governmental Activities - Most of the District’s programs and services are reported here including instruction,
support services, operation and maintenance of plant, pupil transportation and extracurricular activities.

Business-type Activities - These services are provided on a charge for goods or services basis to recover all or a
significant portion of the expenses of the goods or services provided. The District’s recreation programs are
reported as business-type activities.

The District’s statement of net position and statement of activities can be found on pages 17-19 of this report.
Reporting the District’s Most Significant Fund

Fund Financial Statements

The analysis of the District’s major governmental funds begins on page 12. Fund financial reports provide detailed
information about the District’s major funds. The District uses many funds to account for a multitude of financial

transactions. However, these fund financial statements focus on the District’s most significant funds. The District’s
major funds are the general fund, debt service fund and classroom facilities fund.

Governmental Funds

Most of the District’s activities are reported in governmental funds, which focus on how money flows into and out
of those funds and the balances left at year-end available for spending in future periods. These funds are reported
using an accounting method called modified accrual accounting, which measures cash and all other financial assets
that can readily be converted to cash. The governmental fund financial statements provide a detailed short-term
view of the District’s general government operations and the basic services it provides. Governmental fund
information helps you determine whether there are more or fewer financial resources that can be spent in the near
future to finance educational programs. The relationship (or differences) between governmental activities (reported
in the statement of net position and the statement of activities) and governmental funds is reconciled in the basic
financial statements. The basic governmental fund financial statements can be found on pages 20-24 of this report.

Proprietary Funds

Proprietary funds use the same basis of accounting as business-type activities; therefore, these statements will
essentially match information provided in the statements for the District as a whole. The basic proprietary fund
financial statements can be found on pages 25-27 of this report.

Reporting the District’s Fiduciary Responsibilities

The District is the trustee, or fiduciary, for student activities and the Four Cities Educational Compact. These
activities are reported in an agency fund. All of the District’s fiduciary activities are reported in a separate statement
of fiduciary assets and liabilities on page 28. These activities are excluded from the District’s other financial
statements because the assets cannot be utilized by the District to finance its operations.

Notes to the Basic Financial Statements
The notes provide additional information that is essential to a full understanding of the data provided in the

government-wide and fund financial statements. These notes to the basic financial statements can be found on pages
29-67 of this report.

Over time, net position can serve as a useful indicator of a government’s financial position. At June 30, 2014, the
District assets plus deferred outflows of resources exceeded liabilities plus deferred inflows of resources by
$71,573,850. Of this amount, $71,566,706 is reported in governmental activities and $7,144 is reported in business-
type activities.

At year end, capital assets represented 75.78% of total assets. Capital assets include land, construction in progress,
land improvements, buildings and improvements, furniture and equipment, vehicles, infrastructure and textbooks.
Net investment in capital assets at June 30, 2014, was $58,488,092. These capital assets are used to provide services
to the students and are not available for future spending. Although the District’s investment in capital assets is
reported net of related debt, it should be noted that the resources to repay the debt must be provided from other
sources, since capital assets may not be used to liquidate these liabilities.

A portion of the District’s net position, $12,079,701, represents resources that are subject to external restriction on
how they may be used.

Governmental Activities

Net position of the District’s governmental activities increased $942,914.

Total governmental expenses of

$52,726,474 were offset by program revenues of $8,014,712 and general revenues of $45,654,676. Program
revenues supported 15.20% of the total governmental expenses. The primary sources of revenue for governmental
activities are derived from property taxes, grants and entitlements not restricted to specific programs, capital grants
not restricted to specific purposes and shared sales taxes. These revenue sources represent 83.40% of total
governmental revenue.

Total revenues increased $1,849,677 during the current fiscal year. The majority of the increase is due to a $667,401
increase in grants and entitlements and a $575,419 increase in operating grants and contribution revenue. Grants and
entitlements increased due to an increase in State foundation revenue. Revenues related to operating grants and
contributions increased due to an increase in the revenues received related to the IDEA, Part B and Improving
Teacher Quality grants.

The dependence upon tax and other general revenues for governmental activities is apparent; 85.69% of instruction
activities in fiscal year 2014 are supported through taxes and other general revenues. For all governmental
activities, general revenue support is 84.80%. The District’s taxpayers, and grants and entitlements from the State of
Ohio, as a whole, are by far the primary support for the District’s students.

The graph below presents the District’s governmental activities revenue for fiscal year 2014 and 2013.

Governmental Activities - General and Program Revenues
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Business-Type Activities

Business-type activities include recreation. This program had revenues of $32,680 and expenses of $42,591 for
fiscal year 2014. This resulted in a decrease to net position for the fiscal year of $9,911. This fund is intended to be
self-supporting through user fees and charges. Management assesses their performance to ensure that they are run

efficiently.
The District’s Funds
The District’s governmental funds (as presented on the balance sheet on page 20) reported a combined fund balance

of $21,857,324 which is higher than last year’s balance of $20,377,334. The schedule below indicates the fund
balance and the total change in fund balance as of June 30, 2014 and 2013.

General Fund

The District’s general fund balance increased $2,099,159. During the year general fund tax revenues increased
$516,671 due to an increase in real estate revenues collected during the fiscal year. Intergovernmental revenue
increased due to an increase in State foundation monies received during the current fiscal year. Instruction services
increased slightly during the year mostly due to personnel costs.

Debt Service Fund

The debt service fund had $7,768,786 in revenues and $6,866,210 in expenditures. During fiscal year 2014, the debt
service fund’s fund balance increased $902,576 from a balance of $4,715,274 to a balance of $5,617,850. The
increase is primarily due to the receipt of additional tax revenues and the decrease in debt service payments.

Classroom Facilities Fund

The classroom facilities fund had $633,185 in revenues and other financing sources and $244,309 in expenditures.
During fiscal year 2014, the classroom facilities fund’s fund balance increased $388,876 from a balance of
$5,362,563 to a balance of $5,751,439. The classroom facilities fund had construction expenditures of
approximately $20 million in fiscal year 2013 related to the District’s Ohio School Facilities Commission project.

General Fund Budgeting Highlights

The District’s budget is prepared according to Ohio law and is based on accounting for certain transactions on a
basis of cash receipts, disbursements and encumbrances. The most significant budgeted fund is the general fund.

During the course of fiscal year 2014, the District amended its general fund budget several times. For the general
fund, final budgeted revenues and other financing sources were $42,503,535, which was higher than the original
budgeted revenues estimate of $38,865,516. Actual revenues and other financing sources for fiscal year 2014 were
$42,503,535. This is the same figure that was used for the final budgeted revenues.

General fund original appropriations and other financing uses of $40,686,520 were increased by $42,478,357 in the

final appropriations. The actual budget basis expenditures and other financing uses for fiscal year 2014 totaled
$42,478,357. This is the same figure that was used for the final budgeted appropriations.

Capital Assets and Debt Administration

Capital Assets

At the end of fiscal year 2014, the District had $151,643,560 invested in land, construction in progress, land
improvements, buildings and improvements, furniture and equipment, vehicles, infrastructure and textbooks. This
entire amount is reported in governmental activities.

The overall decrease in capital assets is due to depreciation expense of $4,897,259 and disposals (net of accumulated
depreciation) of $19,932 exceeding capital outlays of $2,427,415 in the current period.

Debt Administration

At June 30, 2014, the District had $86,257,387 in general obligation bonds, $309,713 in lease purchase agreements
and $11,900,000 in capital lease — certificates of participation. Of this total, $4,346,426 is due within one year and

$94,120,674 is due within greater than one year. The following table summarizes the liabilities outstanding.

Current Financial Related Activities

The District continues to receive support from the residents of the District. As the preceding information shows, the
District relies heavily on its local property taxpayers. The last operating levy passed by the residents of the District
was in November 2011, with the promise that the revenue generated by a levy would provide sufficient funding for
five years.

Real estate and personal property tax collections have shown small increases. The unique nature of property taxes in
Ohio creates the need to routinely seek voter approval for operating funds. The overall revenue generated by a levy
will not increase solely as a result of inflation due to Ohio House Bill 920 (passed in 1976). As an example, a
homeowner with a home valued at $100,000 and taxed at 1.0 mill would pay $35.00 annually in taxes. If three year
later the home was reappraised and increased to $200,000 (and this inflationary increase in value is compared to
other property owners) the effective tax rate would become .5 mills and the owner would still pay $35.00.

Thus, the District’s dependence upon property taxes is hampered by a lack of revenue growth, and must regularly
return to the voters to maintain a constant level of service. Property taxes made up 48.36% of revenues for
governmental activities for the District in fiscal year 2014.

The District has also been affected by increased delinquency rates and changes in the personal property tax structure
(utility deregulation) and commercial business/property uncertainties. Management has diligently planned expenses
so that the last levy stretched for eight years (three more than originally planned). This has made it increasingly
difficult with mandates in gifted education, rising utility costs, increased special education services required for our
students, and significant increase in health insurance and property/liability/fleet insurance.

From State funding perspective, the State of Ohio was found by the Ohio Supreme Court in March 1997 to be
operating an unconstitutional education system, one that was neither “adequate” nor “equitable”. Since 1997, the
State has directed its tax revenue growth toward Districts with little property tax wealth.

The District anticipates revenue growth for fiscal year 2014 and 2015 with the passing of HB59 the Biennial Budget.
The District has not seen revenue growth from state funding in previous fiscal years including fiscal year 2014.

All scenarios require management to plan carefully and prudently to provide the resources to meet student needs
over the next several years.

In addition, the District’s systems of budgeting and internal controls are well regarded. All of the District’s financial
abilities will be needed to meet the challenges of the future.

NOTE 1 - DESCRIPTION OF THE SCHOOL DISTRICT

The Wadsworth City School District (the “District”) is a body politic and corporate established for the
purpose of exercising the rights and privileges conveyed to it by the constitution and laws of the State of
Ohio. The District operates under a locally-elected five-member board of education and provides
educational services as mandated by state and/or federal agencies. This Board controls the District’s eight
instructional/support facilities staffed by 259 non-certified employees and 279 certified full-time teaching
personnel who provide services to 4,885 students and other community members.

The District provides more than instruction to its students. These additional services include student
guidance, extracurricular activities, educational media, and care and upkeep of grounds and buildings. The
operation of each of these activities is directly controlled by the Board of Education through the budgetary
process. These District operations will be included as part of the reporting entity.

The reporting entity has been defined in accordance with GASB Statement No. 14, “The Financial
Reporting Entity” as amended by GASB Statement No. 39, “Determining Whether Certain Organizations
Are Component Units” and GASB Statement No. 61, “The Financial Reporting Entity: Omnibus an
amendment of GASB Statements No. 14 and No. 34”. The reporting entity is composed of the primary
government and component units. The primary government consists of all funds, departments, boards and
agencies that are not legally separate from the District. For the District, this includes general operations,
food service, and student related activities of the District.

Component units are legally separate organizations for which the District is financially accountable. The
District is financially accountable for an organization if the District appoints a voting majority of the
organization’s governing board and (1) the District is able to significantly influence the programs or
services performed or provided by the organization; or (2) the District is legally entitled to or can otherwise
access the organization’s resources; or (3) the District is legally obligated or has otherwise assumed the
responsibility to finance the deficits of, or provide financial support to, the organization; or (4) the District
is obligated for the debt of the organization. Component units may also include organizations that are
fiscally dependent on the District in that the District approves the budget, the issuance of debt or the
levying of taxes. Certain organizations are also included as component units if the nature and significance
of the relationship between the primary government and the organization is such that exclusion by the
primary government would render the primary governments financial statements incomplete or misleading.
Based upon the application of these criteria, the District has no component units. The basic financial
statements of the reporting entity include only those of the District (the primary government) and include
all of the funds of the District over which the Board of Education exercises operating control.

The District is involved in two jointly governed organizations, a related organization and two public entity
risk pools which are described in Note 16, Note 17 and Note 18, respectively.

NOTE 2 - SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES
The financial statements of the District have been prepared in conformity with generally accepted
accounting principles (GAAP) as applied to local governmental units. The Governmental Accounting

Standards Board (GASB) is the accepted standard-setting body for establishing governmental accounting
and financial reporting principles.

A. Basis of Presentation

The District's basic financial statements consist of government-wide statements, including a statement
of net position and a statement of activities, and fund financial statements which provide a more
detailed level of financial information.

Government-wide Financial Statements - The statement of net position and the statement of activities
display information about the District as a whole. These statements include the financial activities of
the primary government, except for fiduciary funds. The statements distinguish between those
activities of the District that are governmental and those that are considered business-type.

The statement of net position presents the financial condition of the governmental and business-type
activities of the District at year-end. The statement of activities presents a comparison between direct
expenses and program revenues for each program or function of the District's governmental activities
and for the business-type activity of the District. Direct expenses are those that are specifically
associated with a service, program or department and therefore clearly identifiable to a particular
function. Program revenues include charges paid by the recipient of the goods or services offered by
the program, grants and contributions that are restricted to meeting the operational or capital
requirements of a particular program and interest earned on grants that is required to be used to support
a particular program. Revenues which are not classified as program revenues are presented as general
revenues of the District, with certain limitations. The comparison of direct expenses with program
revenues identifies the extent to which each governmental function is self-financing or draws from the
general revenues of the District.

Fund Financial Statements - During the year, the District segregates transactions related to certain
District functions or activities in separate funds in order to aid financial management and to
demonstrate legal compliance. Fund financial statements are designed to present financial information
of the District at this more detailed level. The focus of governmental and enterprise fund financial
statements is on major funds. Each major fund is presented in a separate column. Nonmajor funds are
aggregated and presented in a single column.

B. Fund Accounting

The District uses funds to maintain its financial records during the year. A fund is defined as a fiscal
and accounting entity with a self balancing set of accounts. There are three categories of funds:
governmental, proprietary and fiduciary.

GOVERNMENTAL FUNDS

Governmental funds are those through which most governmental functions typically are financed.
Governmental fund reporting focuses on the sources, uses and balances of current financial resources.
Expendable assets and deferred outflows of resources are assigned to the various governmental funds
according to the purposes for which they may or must be used. Current liabilities are assigned to the
fund from which they will be paid. The difference between governmental fund assets and deferred
outflows of resources and liabilities and deferred inflows of resources is reported as fund balance.

The following are the District's major governmental funds:
General fund -The general fund is used to account for and report all financial resources not accounted
for and reported in another fund. The general fund balance is available for any purpose provided it is

expended or transferred according to the general laws of Ohio.

Debt service fund - The debt service fund is used to account for resources that are restricted for
payment of debt service principal and interest.

Classroom facilities fund - The classroom facilities fund is used to account for resources restricted in
connection with contracts entered into by the District and the Ohio School Facilities Commission
(OSFC) for the building and equipping of classroom facilities.

Other governmental funds of the District are used to account for (a) financial resources that are
restricted, committed, or assigned to expenditures for capital outlays including the acquisition or
construction of capital facilities and other capital assets, and (b) specific revenue sources that are
restricted or committed to an expenditure for specified purposes other than debt service or capital
projects.

Proprietary fund - Proprietary fund reporting focuses on the determination of operating income,
changes in net position, financial position and cash flows. The following are the District’s proprietary
funds:

Enterprise fund - An enterprise fund may be used to account for any activity for which a fee is
charged to external users for goods or services. The District’s enterprise fund is:

Recreation fund - This fund accounts for fees for the upkeep of the recreational center
and educational opportunities offered to District residents.

FIDUCIARY FUNDS

Fiduciary fund reporting focuses on net position and changes in net position. The fiduciary fund
category is split into four classifications: pension trust funds, investment trust funds, private purpose
trust funds and agency funds. Trust funds are used to account for assets held by the District under a
trust agreement for individuals, private organizations, or other governments and are therefore not
available to support the District's own programs. Agency funds are custodial in nature (assets equal
liabilities) and do not involve measurement of results of operations. The District's only fiduciary fund
is an agency fund. The District's agency funds accounts for student activities and the Four Cities
Educational Compact as shown in Note 16.

C. Measurement Focus
Government-wide Financial Statements - The government-wide financial statements are prepared
using the economic resources measurement focus. All non-fiduciary assets and deferred outflows and

all liabilities and deferred inflows associated with the operation of the District are included on the
statement of net position.

Fund Financial Statements - Fund financial statements report detailed information about the District.
The focus of governmental fund financial statements is on major funds rather than reporting funds by
type. Each major fund is presented in a separate column, and all nonmajor funds are aggregated into
one column. Fiduciary funds are reported by fund type.

All governmental funds are accounted for using a flow of current financial resources measurement
focus. With this measurement focus, only current assets and deferred outflows and current liabilities
and deferred inflows generally are included on the balance sheet. The statement of revenues,
expenditures and changes in fund balances reports on the sources (i.e., revenues and other financing
sources) and uses (i.e., expenditures and other financing uses) of current financial resources. This
approach differs from the manner in which the governmental activities of the government-wide
financial statements are prepared. Governmental fund financial statements therefore include a
reconciliation with brief explanations to better identify the relationship between the government-wide
statements and the statements for governmental funds.

Like the government-wide statements, all proprietary fund types are accounted for on a flow of
economic resources measurement focus. All assets, deferred outflows, liabilities and deferred inflows
associated with the operation of these funds are included on the statement of net position. The
statement of changes in fund net position presents increases (i.e., revenues) and decreases (i.e.,
expenses) in total net position. The statement of cash flows provides information about how the
District finances and meets the cash flow needs of its proprietary fund activities.

Proprietary funds distinguish operating revenues and expenses from nonoperating items. Operating
revenues and expenses generally result from providing services and producing and delivering goods in
connection with a proprietary fund’s principal ongoing operation. The principal operating revenues of
the District’s enterprise fund are program fees. Operating expenses for the enterprise fund include the
cost of sales, personnel and administrative expenses. All revenues and expenses not meeting this
definition are reported as nonoperating revenues and expenses.

Agency funds do not report a measurement focus as they do not report operations.

D. Basis of Accounting
Basis of accounting determines when transactions are recorded in the financial records and reported on
the financial statements. Government-wide financial statements and the statements presented for the
proprietary and fiduciary funds are prepared using the accrual basis of accounting. Differences in the

accrual and the modified accrual basis of accounting arise in the recognition of revenue, the recording
of deferred revenue, and in the presentation of expenses versus expenditures.

Revenues - Exchange and Non-Exchange Transactions - Revenue resulting from exchange
transactions, in which each party gives and receives essentially equal value, is recorded on the accrual
basis when the exchange takes place. On a modified accrual basis, revenue is recorded in the fiscal
year in which the resources are measurable and become available. Available means that the resources
will be collected within the current fiscal year or are expected to be collected soon enough thereafter to
be used to pay liabilities of the current fiscal year. For the District, available means expected to be
received within sixty days of year end.

Non-exchange transactions, in which the District receives value without directly giving equal value in
return, include property taxes, payments in lieu of taxes, grants, entitlements and donations. Revenue
from property taxes is recognized in the fiscal year for which the taxes are levied. (See Note 5)
Revenue from grants, entitlements and donations is recognized in the fiscal year in which all eligibility
requirements have been satisfied. Eligibility requirements include timing requirements, which specify
the year when the resources are required to be used or the fiscal year when use is first permitted,
matching requirements, in which the District must provide local resources to be used for a specified
purpose, and expenditure requirements, in which the resources are provided to the District on a
reimbursement basis. On a modified accrual basis, revenue from nonexchange transactions must also
be available before it can be recognized.

Under the modified accrual basis, the following revenue sources are considered to be both measurable
and available at fiscal year-end: property taxes available as an advance, payments in lieu of taxes,
interest, tuition, grants, student fees and rentals.

Deferred Inflows of Resources and Deferred Outflows of Resources - A deferred inflow of resources is
an acquisition of net position by the District that is applicable to a future reporting period. A deferred
outflow of resources is a consumption of net position by the District that is applicable to a future
reporting period.

Property taxes for which there is an enforceable legal claim as of June 30, 2014, but which were levied
to finance fiscal year 2015 operations, and other revenues received in advance of the fiscal year for
which they were intended to finance, have been recorded as deferred inflows. Payment in lieu of taxes
and grants not received within the available period, grants and entitlements received before the
eligibility requirements are met, and delinquent property taxes due at June 30, 2014, are recorded as
deferred inflows on the governmental fund financial statements.

On governmental fund financial statements, receivables that will not be collected within the available
period have been reported as deferred inflows of resources.

Expenses/Expenditures - On the accrual basis of accounting, expenses are recognized at the time they
are incurred. The entitlement value of donated commodities used during the year is reported in the
fund financial statements as intergovernmental revenue and an expenditure of food service operations.
In addition, this amount is reported on the statement of activities as an expense with a like amount
reported within the “Operating Grants and Contributions” program revenue account.

Under the modified accrual the measurement focus of governmental fund accounting is on decreases in
net financial resources (expenditures) rather than expenses. Expenditures are generally recognized in
the accounting period in which the related fund liability is incurred, if measurable. Allocations of cost,
such as depreciation and amortization, are not recognized in governmental funds.

E. Cash and Investments

To improve cash management, cash received by the District is pooled. Monies for all funds are
maintained in this pool. Individual fund integrity is maintained through District records. Each fund's
interest in the pool is presented as "equity in pooled cash and investments" on the financial statements.

During fiscal year 2014 the District had investments in federal agency securities, the State Treasury
Asset Reserve of Ohio (STAR Ohio), nonnegotiable certificates of deposit, negotiable certificates of
deposit and investments in U.S. Treasury money market mutual funds. See Note 4 for a full listing of
the District’s investments. All investments are reported at fair value which is based on quoted market
prices except for nonparticipating investments contracts, such as nonnegotiable certificates of deposit,
which are reported at cost.

STAR Ohio is an investment pool managed by the State Treasurer's Office which allows governments
within the State to pool their funds for investment purposes. STAR Ohio is not registered with the SEC
as an investment company, but does operate in a manner consistent with Rule 2a7 of the Investment
Company Act of 1940. Investments in STAR Ohio are valued at STAR Ohio's shares price which is the
price the investment could be sold for on June 30, 2014.

Following Ohio statutes, the Board of Education has, by resolutions, identified the funds to receive an
allocation of interest. Interest revenue credited to the General Fund during fiscal year 2014 amounted
to $9,735, which includes $4,692 from other District funds.

For presentation on the financial statements, investments of the cash management pool and
investments with an original maturity of three months of less at the time they are purchased by the
District are presented on the financial statements as “equity in pooled cash and investments.”
Investments with an original maturity of more than three months that are not purchased from the pool
are reported as “investments”.

An analysis of the District’s investment account at fiscal year end is provided in Note 4.
F. Capital Assets

General capital assets are those assets not specifically related to activities reported in the proprietary
funds. These assets generally result from expenditures in the governmental funds. These assets are
reported in the governmental activities column of the government-wide statement of net position, but
are not reported in the fund financial statements.

All capital assets are capitalized at cost (or estimated historical cost) and updated for additions and
retirements during the year. Donated capital assets are recorded at their fair market values as of the
date received. The District capital asset policy is to tag all items over $5,000 and other items controlled
by management. Improvements are capitalized; the costs of normal maintenance and repairs that do not
add to the value of the asset or materially extend an asset's life are not.

All reported capital assets except land and construction in progress are depreciated. Improvements are

depreciated over the remaining useful lives of the related capital assets. Depreciation is computed
using the straight-line method over the following useful lives:

G. Compensated Absences

In accordance with the provisions of GASB Statement No. 16, “Accounting for Compensated
Absences”, a liability for vacation leave is accrued if a) the employees’ rights to payment are
attributable to services already rendered; and b) it is probable that the employer will compensate the
employees for the benefits through paid time off or other means, such as cash payment at termination
or retirement. An accrual for earned sick leave is made to the extent that it is probable that the benefits
will result in termination (severance) payments. A liability for sick leave is accrued using the vesting
method; i.e., the liability is based on the sick leave accumulated at the balance sheet date by those
employees who are currently eligible to receive termination (severance) payments, as well as those
employees expected to become eligible in the future.

Sick leave benefits are accrued as a liability using the termination method. An accrual for earned sick
leave is made to the extent that it is probable that benefits will result in termination payments. The
liability is an estimate based on the District's past experience of making termination payments.

The total liability for vacation and sick leave payments has been calculated using pay rates in effect at
June 30, 2014, and reduced to the maximum payment allowed by labor contract and/or statute, plus
any additional salary related payments.

The entire compensated absence liability is reported on the government-wide financial statements and
in the proprietary fund.

For governmental fund financial statements, compensated absences are recognized as liabilities and
expenditures as payments come due each period upon the occurrence of employee resignations and
retirements.

H. Accrued Liabilities and Long-Term Obligations

All payables, accrued liabilities and long-term obligations are reported in the government-wide
financial statements.
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NOTE 2 - SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES - (Continued)

In general, governmental fund payables and accrued liabilities that, once incurred, are paid in a timely
manner and in full from current financial resources are reported as obligations of the funds. However,
compensated absences that will be paid from governmental funds are reported as a liability in the fund
financial statements only to the extent that they are due for payment during the current fiscal year.
Bonds and capital leases are recognized as a liability on the fund financial statements when due.

I. Net Position

Net position represents the difference between assets and deferred outflows and liabilities and deferred
inflows. The net position component “net investment in capital assets,” consists of capital assets, net
of accumulated depreciation, reduced by the outstanding balances of any borrowing used for the
acquisition, construction or improvement of those assets. Deferred outflows of resources and deferred
inflows of resources that are attributable to the acquisition, construction or improvement of those
assets or related debt also should be included in this component of net position. Net position is
reported as restricted when there are limitations imposed on its use either through the enabling
legislation adopted by the District or through external restrictions imposed by creditors, grantors or
laws or regulations of other governments.

The District applies restricted resources first when an expense is incurred for purposes for which both
restricted and unrestricted net position is available.

J. Fund Balance

Fund balance is divided into five classifications based primarily on the extent to which the District is
bound to observe constraints imposed upon the use of the resources in the governmental funds. The
classifications are as follows:

Nonspendable - The nonspendable fund balance classification includes amounts that cannot be
spent because they are not in spendable form or legally required to be maintained intact. The “not
in spendable form” criterion includes items that are not expected to be converted to cash. It also
includes the long-term amount of loans receivable.

Restricted - Fund balance is reported as restricted when constraints are placed on the use of
resources that are either externally imposed by creditors (such as through debt covenants),
grantors, contributors, or laws or regulations of other governments, or imposed by law through
constitutional provisions or enabling legislation.

Committed - The committed fund balance classification includes amounts that can be used only for
the specific purposes imposed by a formal action (resolution) of the District Board of Education
(the highest level of decision making authority). Those committed amounts cannot be used for
any other purpose unless the District Board of Education removes or changes the specified use by
taking the same type of action (resolution) it employed to previously commit those amounts.
Committed fund balance also incorporates contractual obligations to the extent that existing
resources in the fund have been specifically committed for use in satisfying those contractual
requirements.
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NOTE 2 - SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES - (Continued)

Assigned - Amounts in the assigned fund balance classification are intended to be used by the
District for specific purposes but do not meet the criteria to be classified as restricted nor
committed. In governmental funds other than the general fund, assigned fund balance represents
the remaining amount that is not restricted or committed. In the general fund, assigned amounts
represent intended uses established by policies of the District Board of Education, which includes
giving the Treasurer the authority to constrain monies for intended purposes.

Unassigned - Unassigned fund balance is the residual classification for the general fund and
includes all spendable amounts not contained in the other classifications. In other governmental
funds, the unassigned classification is only used to report a deficit fund balance resulting from
overspending for specific purposes for which amounts had been restricted, committed, or assigned.

The District applies restricted resources first when expenditures are incurred for purposes for which
restricted and unrestricted (committed, assigned, and unassigned) fund balance is available. Similarly,
within unrestricted fund balance, committed amounts are reduced first followed by assigned, and then
unassigned amounts when expenditures are incurred for purposes for which amounts in any of the
unrestricted fund balance classifications could be used.

K. Interfund Activity

Transfers between governmental and business-type activities on the government-wide statements are
reported in the same manner as general revenues. Transfers between governmental funds are
eliminated for reporting of governmental activities on the government-wide financial statements.

Exchange transactions between funds are reported as revenues in the seller funds and as
expenditures/expenses in the purchaser funds. Flows of cash or goods from one fund to another
without a requirement for repayment are reported as interfund transfers. Interfund transfers are
reported as other financing sources/uses in governmental funds. Repayments from funds responsible
for particular expenditures/expenses to the funds that initially paid for them are not presented on the
financial statements. Transfers between governmental funds are eliminated for reporting on the
government-wide statement of activities. Interfund services provided and used are not eliminated for
reporting on the government-wide statement of activities.

L. Unamortized Bond Premium and Discount/Accounting Gain or Loss

Bond premiums are deferred and amortized over the term of the bonds using the straight-line method,
which approximates the effective interest method. Bond premiums are presented as an addition to the
face amount of the bonds.

For advance refundings resulting in the defeasance of debt, the difference between the reacquisition
price and the net carrying amount of the old debt is deferred and amortized as component of interest
expense. This accounting gain or loss is amortized over the remaining life of the old debt or the life of
the new debt, whichever is shorter and is presented as a deferred outflow of resources. On the
governmental fund financial statements bond premiums are recognized in the current period.

A reconciliation between the bonds face value and the amount reported on the statement of net position
is presented in Note 13.
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NOTE 2 - SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES - (Continued)
M. Extraordinary and Special Items

Extraordinary items are transactions or events that are both unusual in nature and infrequent in
occurrence. Special items are transactions or events that are within the control of the Board of
Education and that are either unusual in nature or infrequent in occurrence. During the current fiscal
year, the District reported neither transaction.

N. Estimates

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with generally accepted accounting principles
requires management to make estimates and assumptions that affect the amounts reported in the
financial statements and accompanying notes. Actual results may differ from those estimates.

O. Budgetary Data

All funds, other than agency funds, are legally required to be budgeted and appropriated. The major
documents prepared are the tax budget, the appropriation resolution and the certificate of estimated
resources, which are prepared on the budgetary basis of accounting. The tax budget demonstrates a
need for existing or increased tax rates. The certificate of estimated resources establishes a limit on the
amounts that the Board of Education may appropriate. The appropriation resolution is the Board's
authorization to spend resources and sets annual limits on expenditures plus encumbrances at a level of
control selected by the Board. The legal level of control has been established by the Board of
Education at the fund level.

The certificate of estimated resources may be amended during the year if projected increases or
decreases in revenue are identified by the District Treasurer. The amounts reported as the original
budgeted amounts in the budgetary statement reflect the amounts in the certificate when the original
appropriations were adopted. The amounts reported as the final budgeted amounts in the budgetary
statement reflect the amounts in the final amended certificate issued during fiscal year 2014.

The appropriation resolution is subject to amendment by the Board throughout the year with the
restriction that appropriations may not exceed estimated resources. The amounts reported as the
original budgeted amounts reflect the first appropriation that covered the entire fiscal year, including
amounts automatically carried over from prior years. The amounts reported as the final budgeted
amounts represent the final appropriation amounts passed by the Board during the year.

Encumbrances - As part of formal budgetary control, purchase orders, contracts, and other
commitments for the expenditure of monies are recorded as the equivalent of expenditures on the non-
GAAP budgetary basis in order to reserve that portion of the applicable appropriation and to determine
and maintain legal compliance. On the fund financial statements, encumbrances outstanding at year
end are reported as restricted, committed or assigned fund balance for subsequent-year expenditures
for governmental funds. A reserve for encumbrances is not reported on government-wide financial
statements.

Lapsing of Appropriations - At the close of each year, the unencumbered balance of each appropriation
reverts to the respective fund from which it was appropriated and becomes subject to future
appropriation. Encumbered appropriations are carried forward to the succeeding fiscal year and need
not be reappropriated.
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P. Inventory
On government-wide and fund financial statements, purchased inventories are presented at the lower of
cost or market and donated commodities are presented at their entitlement value. Inventories are
recorded on a first-in, first-out basis and are expense/expended when used. Inventories are accounted
for using the consumption method.
On the fund financial statements, reported materials and supplies inventory is equally offset by
nonspendable fund balance in the governmental funds which indicates that it does not constitute
available spendable resources even though it is a component of net current assets.
Inventory consists of expendable supplies held for consumption, donated food and purchased food.
Q. Interfund Balances
On fund financial statements, receivables and payables resulting from short-term interfund loans are
classified as “interfund receivables/payables”. These amounts are eliminated in the governmental
activities columns of the statement of net position, except for the net residual amounts due between
governmental and business-type activities, which are presented as internal balances.
NOTE 3 - ACCOUNTABILITY AND COMPLIANCE

A. Change in Accounting Principles

For fiscal year 2014, the District has implemented GASB Statement No. 70, “Accounting and
Financial Reporting for Nonexchange Financial Guarantees”.

GASB Statement No. 70 improves the recognition, measurement, and disclosures for state and local
governments that have extended or received financial guarantees that are nonexchange transactions.
The implementation of GASB Statement No. 70 did not have an effect on the financial statements of
the District.

B. Deficit Fund Balances

Fund balances at June 30, 2014 included the following individual fund deficits:

The general fund is liable for any deficits in these funds and provides transfers when cash is required,
not when accruals occur. The deficit fund balances resulted from adjustments for accrued liabilities.
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NOTE 4 - DEPOSITS AND INVESTMENTS
State statutes classify monies held by the District into three categories.

Active deposits are public deposits necessary to meet current demands on the treasury. Such monies must
be maintained either as cash in the District treasury, in commercial accounts payable or withdrawable on
demand, including negotiable order of withdrawal (NOW) accounts, or in money market deposit accounts.

Inactive deposits are public deposits that the Board of Education has identified as not required for use
within the current five year period of designation of depositories. Inactive deposits must either be
evidenced by certificates of deposit maturing not later than the end of the current period of designation of
depositories, or by savings or deposit accounts including, but not limited to, passbook accounts.

Interim deposits are deposits of interim monies. Interim monies are those monies which are not needed for
immediate use, but which will be needed before the end of the current period of designation of depositories.

Interim deposits must be evidenced by time certificates of deposit maturing not more than one year from
the date of deposit or by savings or deposit accounts including passbook accounts.

Interim monies may be deposited or invested in the following securities:

1. United States Treasury Notes, Bills, Bonds, or any other obligation or security issued by the United
States Treasury or any other obligation guaranteed as to principal and interest by the United States;

2. Bonds, notes, debentures, or any other obligations or securities issued by any federal government
agency or instrumentality, including, but not limited to, the Federal National Mortgage Association,
Federal Home Loan Bank, Federal Farm Credit Bank, Federal Home Loan Mortgage Corporation,
Government National Mortgage Association, and Student Loan Marketing Association. All federal
agency securities shall be direct issuances of federal government agencies or instrumentalities;

3. Written repurchase agreements in the securities listed above provided that the market value of the
securities subject to the repurchase agreement must exceed the principal value of the agreement by at
least two percent and be marked to market daily, and that the term of the agreement must not exceed
thirty days;

4. Bonds and other obligations of the State of Ohio;

5. No-load money market mutual funds consisting exclusively of obligations described in items (1) and
(2) above and repurchase agreements secured by such obligations, provided that investments in
securities described in this division are made only through eligible institutions;

6. The State Treasurer's investment pool (STAR Ohio);

7. Certain banker’s acceptance and commercial paper notes for a period not to exceed one hundred eighty
days from the purchase date in an amount not to exceed twenty-five percent of the interim monies

available for investment at any one time; and,

8. Under limited circumstances, corporate debt interests rated in either of the two highest classifications
by at least two nationally recognized rating agencies.

Protection of the District's deposits is provided by the Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation (FDIC), by
eligible securities pledged by the financial institution as security for repayment, by surety company bonds
deposited with the Treasurer by the financial institution or by a single collateral pool established by the
financial institution to secure the repayment of all public monies deposited with the institution.

Investments in stripped principal or interest obligations reverse repurchase agreements and derivatives are
prohibited. The issuance of taxable notes for the purpose of arbitrage, the use of leverage and short selling
are also prohibited. An investment must mature within five years from the date of purchase unless matched
to a specific obligation or debt of the District, and must be purchased with the expectation that it will be
held to maturity. Investments may only be made through specified dealers and institutions. Payment for
investments may be made only upon delivery of the securities representing the investments to the Treasurer
or, if the securities are not represented by a certificate, upon receipt of confirmation of transfer from the
custodian.

A. Cash with Fiscal Agent

At June 30, 2014, the District had $29,913 in cash held by Medina County Schools’ Educational
Service Center, which is included on the balance sheet as “Cash with Fiscal Agent”. The money held
by the fiscal agent cannot be identified as an investment or deposit since it is held in a pool made up of
numerous participants.

B. Cash on Hand

At fiscal year end, the District had $5,930 in undeposited cash on hand which is included on the
financial statements of the District as part of “equity in pooled cash and investments”.

C. Deposits with Financial Institutions

At June 30, 2014, the carrying amount of all District deposits was $6,592,688. Based on the criteria
described in GASB Statement No. 40, “Deposits and Investment Risk Disclosures”, as of June 30,
2014, $5,173,947 of the District’s bank balance of $6,807,534 was exposed to custodial risk as
discussed below, while $1,633,587 was covered by the FDIC.

Custodial credit risk is the risk that, in the event of bank failure, the District’s deposits may not be
returned. All deposits are collateralized with eligible securities in amounts equal to at least 105% of
the carrying value of the deposits. Such collateral, as permitted by the Ohio Revised Code, is held in
single financial institution collateral pools at Federal Reserve Banks, or at member banks of the federal
reserve system, in the name of the respective depository bank and pledged as a pool of collateral
against all of the public deposits it holds or as specific collateral held at the Federal Reserve Bank in
the name of the District. The District has no deposit policy for custodial credit risk beyond the
requirements of State statute. Although the securities were held by the pledging institutions’ trust
department and all statutory requirements for the deposit of money had been followed, noncompliance
with federal requirements could potentially subject the District
