We have audited the accompanying financial statements of the North Woods Career Prep High School
(fka Life Skills Center of Columbus North), Franklin County, Ohio, (the “School”) as of and for the year
ended June 30, 2020, and the related notes to the financial statements, which collectively comprise the
School’s basic financial statements as listed in the table of contents.

Management’s Responsibility for the Financial Statements

The discussion and analysis of North Woods Career Prep High School formerly known as Life Skills
Center of Columbus North's (the School) financial performance provides an overall review of the School's
financial activities for the fiscal year ended June 30, 2020. The intent of this discussion and analysisisto
look at the School's financial performance as a whole; readers should also review the financial statements
and the notes to the financia statements to enhance their understanding of the School's financial
performance.

The Management’s Discussion and Analysis (MD&A) is an element of the reporting model adopted by
the Governmental Accounting Standards Board (GASB) in their Statement No. 34 Basic Financial
Statements — and Management’s Discussion and Analysis — for State and Local Governments issued
June 1999. Certain comparative information between the current year and the prior year is required to be
presented in the MD&A.

Financial Highlights
In total, Net Position decreased $51,506, which represents a9 percent change from 2019.
Total assets decreased $47,365 during 2020.
Total liabilitiesincreased $127,999 during 2020.

The net pension liability (NPL) isthe largest single liability reported by the School at June 30, 2020, and
is reported pursuant to GASB Statement 68, Accounting and Financial Reporting for Pensions—an
Amendment of GASB Satement 27. In a prior period, the School also adopted GASB Statement 75,
Accounting and Financial Reporting for Postemployment Benefits Other Than Pensions. For reasons
discussed below, many end users of this financial statement will gain a clearer understanding of the
School’s actual financial condition by adding deferred inflows related to pension and OPEB, the net
pension liability and the net OPEB liability to the reported net position and subtracting deferred outflows
related to pension and OPEB and the net OPEB asset.

Governmental Accounting Standards Board standards are national and apply to all government financial
reports prepared in accordance with generaly accepted accounting principles. Prior accounting for
pensions (GASB 27) and postemployment benefits (GASB 45) focused on a funding approach. This
approach limited pension and OPEB costs to contributions annually required by law, which may or may
not be sufficient to fully fund each plan’s net pension/OPEB liability. GASB 68 and GASB 75 take an
earnings approach to pension and OPEB accounting; however, the nature of Ohio's statewide
pension/OPEB plans and state law governing those systems requires additional explanation in order to
properly understand the information presented in these statements.

GASB 68 and GASB 75 require the net pension liability and the net OPEB asset/liability to equal the
School’ s proportionate share of each plan’s collective:

1. Present value of estimated future pension/OPEB benefits attributable to active and inactive
employees’ past service.
2 Minus plan assets available to pay these benefits.

GASB notes that pension and OPEB obligations, whether funded or unfunded, are part of the
“employment exchange” — that is, the employee is trading his or her labor in exchange for wages,
benefits, and the promise of a future pension and other postemployment benefits. GASB noted that the
unfunded portion of this promiseis a present obligation of the government, part of a bargained-for benefit
to the employee, and should accordingly be reported by the government as a liability since they received
the benefit of the exchange. However, the School is not responsible for certain key factors affecting the
balance of these assets/liabilities. In Ohio, the employee shares the obligation of funding pension benefits
with the employer. Both employer and employee contribution rates are capped by State statute. A
change in these caps requires action of both Houses of the Genera Assembly and approval of the
Governor. Benefit provisions are also determined by State statute. The Ohio revised Code permits, but
does not require the retirement systems to provide healthcare to eligible benefit recipients. The retirement
systems may allocate a portion of the employer contributions to provide for these OPEB benefits.

The employee enters the employment exchange with the knowledge that the employer’s promise is
limited not by contract but by law. The employer enters the exchange also knowing that there is a
specific, legal limit to its contribution to the retirement system. In Ohio, there is no legal means to
enforce the unfunded liability of the penson/OPEB plan as against the public employer. State law
operates to mitigate/lessen the moral obligation of the public employer to the employee, because all
parties enter the employment exchange with notice as to the law. For STRS, the plan's fiduciary net
OPEB position was sufficient to cover the plan’s total OPEB liability resulting in a net OPEB asset that is
alocated to each school based on its proportionate share. The retirement system is responsible for the
administration of the pension and OPEB plans.

Most long-term liabilities have set repayment schedules or, in the case of compensated absences (i.e. sick
and vacation leave), are satisfied through paid time-off or termination payments. There is no repayment
schedule for the net pension liability or the net OPEB liability reported by the retirement boards. As
explained above, changes in benefits, contribution rates, and return on investments affect the balance of
these liabilities, but are outside the control of the loca government. In the event that contributions,
investment returns, and other changes are insufficient to keep up with required payments, State statute
does not assign/identify the responsible party for the unfunded portion. Due to the unique nature of how
the net pension liability and the net OPEB liability are satisfied, these liahilities are separately identified
within the long-term liability section of the statement of net position.

In accordance with GASB 68 and GASB 75, the School’ s statements include an annual pension expense
and an annual OPEB expense for their proportionate share of each plan’s change in net pension liability
and net OPEB asset/liability, respectively, not accounted for as deferred inflows/outflows.

This report consists of required supplementary information, financial statements, and notes to the
financial statements and notes to the required supplementary information. The financial statements
include a Statement of Net Position, a Statement of Revenues, Expenses and Changesin Net Position, and
a Statement of Cash Flows.

Statement of Net Position

The Statement of Net Position answers the question of how well the School performed financially during
2020. This statement includes all assets, deferred outflows of resources, liabilities, deferred inflows of
resources, and net position, both financial and capital and current and long-term, using the accrua basis
of accounting, which is the accounting used by most private-sector companies. This basis of accounting
takes into account all revenues and expenses during the year, regardless of when the cash is received or
expended.

The decrease in current assets and current liabilities is primarily caused by a decrease in grant funding
receivable/payable related to federal and State grants incurred but not yet received and correlating percent
owed to the management company.

There was a significant change in net pension/OPEB liability/asset for the School. These fluctuations are
due to changes in the actuaria liabilities/assets and related accruas that are passed through to the
School’s financial statements All components of pension and OPEB accruas contribute to the
fluctuations in deferred outflows/inflows and NPL/NOL/NOA and are described in more detail in their
respective notes.

The School’s operating and non-operating revenues in 2020 were based on the School’s full-time
equivalent (FTE) count, which decreased compared to 2019, and the School’s federal grant funding
received throughout the year. The decrease in School’ s operating revenue in fiscal year 2020 based on the
decrease in FTE was partialy offset by an increase in career tech students, which caused a higher per
pupil alocation of state basic aid. The school received the student wellness grant and the expanding
opportunities for each child grant in fiscal year 2020 for expanding career tech opportunities for students,
which caused the increase in Federal and State Grants revenue and Purchased Services: Grant Programs
expense. The School’s most significant expenses, “Purchased Services: Management Fees’ are aresult of
the management agreement in place between the School and LS Columbus North, LLC. The agreement
provides that specific percentages of the revenues received by the School will be paid to LS Columbus
North, LLC to fund operations (see notes to the financial statements, note 8). See below for explanation of
fluctuation in operating expenses.

The changes in Pension and OPEB are primarily associated to changes in the School’ s proportionate share
of the net pension liability, net OPEB liability/asset and related accruals. The negative expense reported
by Pension and OPEB was aso caused by these accruals. As previously indicated, these items are
explained in detail within their respective notes.

Capital Assets

For the year ended June 30, 2020, all assets had been fully depreciated in a prior fiscal year. See Note 7
for further information.

North Woods Career Preparatory High School formerly known as The Life Skills Center of Columbus

North received revenue for 88 students in 2020 and 100 students in 2019. State |law governing community
schools allows for the School to have open enrollment across traditional school district boundaries.

The Schoal receives its support almost entirely from state aid. Per pupil revenue from state aid for the
School averaged $10,183 in fisca year 2020. The School receives additional revenues from grant
subsidies.

Although there is a continuing possibility that state aid will be cut in future years due to the economic
climate, the School feels that the relationship with the management company will insulate them from any
significant change. The relationship brings stability to the School since specific percentages of revenues
are payable to the management company.

The United States and the State of Ohio declared a state of emergency in March 2020 due to the COVID-
19 pandemic. The financial impact of COVID-19 and the ensuing emergency measures have impacted the
current period and will continue to impact subsequent periods of the School.

NOTE 1-DESCRIPTION OF THE SCHOOL AND REPORTING ENTITY

The North Woods Career Prep High School formerly known as Life Skills Center of Columbus North (the
School) isafedera tax-exempt 501 (c)(3), state nonprofit corporation established pursuant to Ohio Rev. Code
Chapters 3314 and 1702 to maintain and provide a school exclusively for any educational, literary, scientific
and related teaching service. The School, whichis part of the State’ s education program, isindependent of any
school district. The School may sue and be sued, acquire facilities as needed, and contract for any services
necessary for the operation of the School.

The School contracts with LS Columbus North, LLC for most of its functions (see note 8). LS Columbus
North, LLC isunder ownership of Fusion Ed.

The School signed a contract with Saint Aloysius Orphanage (Sponsor) to operate for aperiod through June
30, 2021. The School operates under a self-appointing, six-member Board of Directors (the Board). The
School’ s Code of Regulations specify that vacancies that arise on the Board will befilled by the appointment
of asuccessor director by amajority vote of the then existing directors. The Board is responsiblefor carrying
out the provisions of the contract with the Sponsor which include, but are not limited to, state-mandated
provisions regarding student population, curriculum, academic goals, performance standards, admission
standards, and qudifications of teachers. The School has one instructional/support facility. The facility is
staffed with teaching personnel employed by LS ColumbusNorth, LLC, who provide servicesto 88 students.
The Board aso operatesthe Capital City Career Prep High School formerly known asthe Life Skills Center of
Columbus Southeast in the City of Columbus.

NOTE 2 - SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

Thefinancial statements of the School have been prepared in conformity with generally accepted accounting
principles as applied to governmental nonprofit organizations. The Governmental Accounting Standards Board
(GASB) isthe accepted standard-setting body for establishing governmental accounting and financial reporting
principles. The more significant of the School’ s accounting policies are described below.

Basis of Presentation

The School’ sfinancial statements consist of a Statement of Net Position, a Statement of Revenues, Expenses
and Changes in Net Position, and a Statement of Cash Flows. Enterprise fund reporting focuses on the
determination of the change in Net Position, financia position and cash flows.

Auditor of State of Ohio Bulletin No. 2000-005 requiresthe presentation of all financia activity to bereported
within one enterprise fund for year-end reporting purposes. Enterprise accounting is used to account for
operationsthat are financed and operated in amanner similar to private business enterpriseswheretheintent is
that the costs (expenses) of providing goods or servicesto the general public on a continuing basis befinanced
or recovered primarily through user charges.

Measurement Focus and Basis of Accounting

The accounting and financial reporting treatment applied to afund is determined by its measurement focus.
Enterprise accounting uses aflow of economic resources measurement focus. With this measurement focus, all
assetsand deferred outflows of resourcesaswell asall ligbilitiesand deferred inflows of resourcesareincluded
on the Statement of Net Position. Operating statements present increases (i.e., revenues) and decreases (i.e.,
expenses) in net position. The accrua basis of accounting is utilized for reporting purposes. Revenues are
recognized when they are earned, and expenses are recognized when they are incurred.

Budgetary Process

Community schools are statutorily required to adopt abudget by Ohio Revised Code 3314.032(C). However,
unliketraditional public schoolslocated in the State of Ohio, community schoolsare not required to follow the
specific budgetary process and limits set forth in the Ohio Revised Code Chapter 5705, unless specifically
provided in the contract between the School and its Sponsor. The contract between the School and its Sponsor
does not require the School to follow the provisions Ohio Revised Code Chapter 5705; therefore, no budgetary
information is presented in the basic financial statements.

Cash and Cash Equivalents

All cash received by the School ismaintained in ademand deposit account and STAR Ohio. For purposes of
the Statement of Cash Flows and for presentation on the Statement of Net Position, investments with an
original maturity of three months or less at the time they are purchased are considered to be cash equivalents.

During the year 2020, the School invested in STAR Ohio. STAR Ohio (the State Treasury Asset Reserve of
Ohio), is an investment pool managed by the State Treasurer’ s Office which allows governments within the
State to pool their fundsfor investment purposes. STAR Ohioisnot registered with the SEC asaninvestment
company, but has adopted Governmental Accounting Standards Board (GASB), Statement No. 79, Certain
External Investment Poolsand Pool Participants. The School measurestheirinvestment in STAR Ohio at the
net asset value (NAV) per share provided by STAR Ohio. The NAV per shareis calculated on an amortized
cost basisthat provides an NAV per share that approximates fair value.

For the fiscal year 2020, there were no limitations or restrictions on any participant withdrawals due to
redemption notice periods, liquidity fees, or redemption gates. However, notice must be given 24 hoursin
advance of all deposits and withdrawals exceeding $25 million. STAR Ohio reserves the right to limit the
transaction to $100 million, requiring the excess amount to be transacted the following business day(s), but
only to the $100 million limit. All accounts of the participant will be combined for these purposes.

I ntergovernmental Revenues

The Schoal currently participatesin the State Foundation Program, Facilities Aid, and casino tax distributions,
which arereflected under “ Operating revenues’ on the Statement of Revenues, Expenses, and Changesin Net
Position. Revenues received from these programs are recognized as operating revenues in the accounting
period in which al eligibility requirements have been met.

Non-exchange transactions, in which the School receives value without directly giving equal valuein return,
include grants, entitlements, and contributions. Grants, entitlements, and contributions are recognized as non-
operating revenuesin the accounting period in which al eligibility requirements have been met.

Eligibility requirementsinclude timing regquirements, which specify the year when the resources arerequired to
be used or thefiscal year when useisfirst permitted; matching requirements, in which the School must provide
local resources to be used for a specified purpose; and expenditure requirements, in which the resources are
provided to the School on areimbursement basis.

Capital Assetsand Depreciation
For purposes of recording capital assets, the Board has a capitalization threshold of $5,000.

Depreciation is computed by the straight-line method over five years for “equipment.”

Aside from the fully depreciated capital assets, the School has no other capital assets, asthe School operates
under a management agreement with LS Columbus North, LLC (see Note 8).

Use of Estimates

In preparing the financial statements, management is sometimes required to make estimates and assumptions
that affect the reported amounts of assetsand liabilities, deferred outflows of resources and deferred inflows of
resources, and the disclosure of contingent assets and liabilities at the date of the financial statements, and the
reported amounts of revenues and expenses during the reporting period. Actua resultscould differ fromthose
estimates.

Net Position

Net Position represents the difference between assets and deferred outflows of resources, and liabilities and
deferred inflows of resources. Net Position is reported as restricted when there are limitationsimposed on its
use either through the enabling legislation adopted by the School or through externa restrictionsimposed by
creditors, grantors or laws or regulations of other governments. The School applies restricted resources first
when an expenseisincurred for purposes for which both restricted and unrestricted net position is available.

Operating Revenues and Expenses

Operating revenues are those revenuesthat are generated directly from the School’ s primary activities. For the
Schoal, these revenues are primarily state aid payments. Operating expenses are necessary costs incurred to
provide the goods and services that are the primary activities of the School. Revenues and expenses not
meeting this definition are reported as non-operating.

Pensions and Other Postemployment Benefits (OPEB)

For purposes of measuring the net pension/OPEB asset/liability, deferred outflows of resources and deferred
inflows of resourcesrelated to pension/OPEB, and pension/OPEB expense; information about thefiduciary net
position of the pension/OPEB plans and additions to/deductions from their fiduciary net positon have been
determined on the same basis as they are reported by the pension/OPEB plan. For this purpose, benefit
payments (including refunds of employee contributions) are recognized when due and payabl e in accordance
with the benefit terms. The pension/OPEB plans report investments at fair value.

Deferred Outflows/I nflows of Resources

In addition to assets, the statements of financial position will sometimes report a separate section for deferred
outflows of resources. Deferred outflows of resources represent aconsumption of net position that appliestoa
future period and will not be recognized as an outflow of resources (expense/expenditure) until then. For the
School, deferred outflows of resources are reported on the statement of net position for pension and OPEB.
The deferred outflows of resources related to pension and OPEB plans are explained in Notes 11 and 12.
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In addition to liabilities, the statements of financial position report a separate section for deferred inflows of
resources. Deferred inflows of resources represent an acquisition of net position that appliesto afuture period
and will not be recognized until that time. For the School, deferred inflows of resources include pension and
OPEB, which are reported on the statement of net position. (See Notes 11 and 12).

Prepaids

Payments made to vendorsfor servicesthat will benefit periods beyond June 30, 2020, are recorded asprepaid
items using the consumption method. A current asset for the prepaid amount isrecorded at thetime of purchase
and an expenditure/expense is reported in the year which services are consumed.

NOTE 3—IMPLEMENTATION OF NEW ACCOUNTING PRINCIPLES

For thefiscal year ended June 30, 2020, the School implemented GASB Statement No. 95, Postponement of
the Effective Dates of Certain Authoritative Guidance. GASB Statement No. 95 postponesthe effective dates
of certain provisions in the statements that first became effective or are scheduled to become effective for
periods beginning after June 15, 2018, and later.

For the fiscal year ended June 30, 2020, the School also implemented paragraphs 4 and 5 of Governmental
Accounting Standards Board Statement No. 97, Certain Component Unit Criteria, and Accounting and
Financial Reporting for Internal Revenue Code Section 457 Deferred Compensation Plans. Paragraph 4
increases consistency and comparability related to the reporting of fiduciary component unitsin circumstances
in which apotential component unit does not have agoverning board and the primary government performsthe
duties that a government board typically would perform and paragraph 5 mitigates costs associated with the
reporting of certain defined contribution pension plans, defined contribution other postemployment benefit
(OPEB) plans, and employee benefit plans other than pension plans or OPEB plans (other employee benefit
plans) asfiduciary component unitsin fiduciary fund financial statements. Theimplementation of paragraphs
4 and 5 of this Statement did not have an effect on the financia statements of the School.

For the fiscal year ended June 30, 2020, the School has early implemented GASB Statement No. 89,

Accounting for Interest Cost Incurred beforethe End of a Construction Period, and GASB Statement No. 92
Omnibus 2020.
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GASB Statement No. 89 requires that interest costs incurred before the end of a construction period be
recognized as an expensein the period in which the cost isincurred for financia statementsprepared using the
economic resources measurement focus. As a result, interest cost incurred before the end of a construction
period will not be included in the historical cost of a capital asset reported in a business-type activity or
enterprise fund. The implementation of GASB Statement No. 89 did not have an effect on the financia
statements of the Schooal.

GASB Statement No. 92 enhances comparability in accounting and financia reporting and to improve the
consistency of authoritative literature by addressing practice issues that have been identified during
implementation and application of certain GASB Statements. Theimplementation of GASB Statement No. 92
did not have an effect on the financial statements of the School.

NOTE 4 - DEPOSITSAND INVESTMENTS

Deposits

Protection of the School’s deposits is provided by the Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation (FDIC), by
eligible securities pledged by thefinancial institution as security for repayment, or by thefinancial institutions
participation in the Ohio Pooled Collateral System (OPCS), a collateral pool of eligible securities deposited
with a qualified trustee and pledged to the Treasurer of State to secure the repayment of all public monies
deposited in the financial institution.

Concentration of Credit Risk: The School places no limit on the amount that may be invested in any one
issuer.
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NOTE 5- GRANT FUNDING RECEIVABLE/PAYABLE

The Schoal did not have any State or federal awardsallocated but not yet received as of June 30, 2020. Under
the terms of the management agreement (see note 8), the School would also record aliability to LS Columbus
North, LLC for 100% of any State and Federal monies that were not paid as of June 30, 2020.

NOTE 6 - RISK MANAGEMENT

Property and Liability - The School isexposed to various risks of lossrelated to torts; theft or damageto, and
destruction of assets; errors and omissions; injuries to employees; and natura disasters. As part of its
management agreement with LS Columbus North, LLC, LS Columbus North, LLC has contracted with an
insurance company for property and general liability insurance pursuant to the management agreement (see
note 8). There was no significant change in insurance coverage from the prior year, and claims have not
exceeded insurance coverage over the past three years.

Director and Officer - Coverage has been purchased by the School with a $1,000,000 aggregate limit and a
$5,000 deductible.

NOTE 7 - CAPITAL ASSETS AND DEPRECIATION
For the year ended June 30, 2020, the School has $22,905 of fully depreciated computers and software.
NOTE 8- AGREEMENT WITH LSCOLUMBUSNORTH, LLC

Effective January 21, 2009, the School entered into an extended management agreement (Agreement) with LS
Columbus North, LLC, which isan educational consulting and Management Company under the ownership of
Fusion Ed. The Agreement’s term is effective until June 30, 2014. The Agreement automatically renewed
through June 30, 2024. At the conclusion of the term the Agreement shall automatically renew for consecutive
5 year terms unless one party notifiesthe other party before January, prior to the expiration of the then-current
term of itsintention to not renew the agreement. Substantially all functions of the School have been contracted
to LS ColumbusNorth, LLC. LS ColumbusNorth, LLC isresponsible and accountableto the School’ sBoard
of Directors for the administration and operation of the School. The School is required to pay LS Columbus
North, LLC amonthly continuing fee of 94 percent of the School's* Qualified Gross Revenues’, defined as, all
revenues and income received by the School except for charitable contributions.

Also, LS Columbus North, LLC shall receive 100 percent of any and all grants (excluding Ed Jobs) or
“funding of any kind generated by LS Columbus North, LLC, and its affiliates beyond the regular per pupil
state funding received by the School, subject to any terms and conditions attached to the grants, if any.” The
continuing feeis paid to LS Columbus North, LLC based on the current month’s qualified gross revenues.

The School had purchased service expenses for the year ended June 30, 2020, LS Columbus North, LLC of
$1,235,651. LS Columbus North, LLC will beresponsiblefor al costsincurred in providing the educational
program at the School, which include but are not limited to, salaries and benefits of all personndl, curriculum
materials, textbooks, library books, computers and other equipment, software, supplies, capital, and insurance,
excluding employment costs related to the Ed Jobs program.
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NOTE 9 - SPONSORSHIP FEES

Paragraph 9.6 of the sponsor contract with St. Aloysius, requires the School to pay the sponsor three percent
(3%) of all fundsreceived by the School from the State of Ohio. Such feesare paid to St. Aloysius monthly.
As indicated on the Statement of Revenues, Expenses, and Changes in Net Position, the School incurred
$25,990 in sponsorship feesto St. Aloysius.

NOTE 10 - MANAGEMENT COMPANY EXPENSES

For the year ended June 30, 2020, LS Columbus North, LLC, under the ownership of Fusion Ed, and its
affiliates incurred the following expenses on behal f of the School.

NOTE 11 - DEFINED BENEFIT PENSION PLANS
The Statewide retirement systems provide both pension benefits and other postempl oyment benefits (OPEB).
Net Pension Liability/Net OPEB Liability (Asset)

Pensionsand OPEB are acomponent of exchange transactions—between an employer and its empl oyees—of
salaries and benefits for employee services. Pensions/OPEB are provided to an employee—on a deferred-
payment basis—as part of thetotal compensation package offered by an employer for employee services each
financial period.

The net pension/OPEB liability (asset) represents the School’ s proportionate share of each pension plan's
collective actuaria present value of projected benefit payments attributable to past periods of service, net of
each pension plan’ sfiduciary net position. The net pension/OPEB liability (asset) calculation isdependent on
critical long-term variables, including estimated average life expectancies, earnings on investments, cost of
living adjustments and others. While these estimates use the best information available, unknowable future
events require adjusting this estimate annually.

Ohio Revised Code limitsthe School’ sobligation for thisliability to annually required payments. The School
cannot control benefit terms or the manner in which pensionsyOPEB are financed; however, the School does
receive the benefit of employees’ servicesin exchange for compensation including pension and OPEB.
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GASB 68/75 assumes the lighility is solely the obligation of the employer, because (1) they benefit from
employee services; and (2) State statute requires all funding to come from these employers. All contributions
to date have come solely from these employers (which also includes costs paid in the form of withholdings
from employees). State statute requires the pension plans to amortize unfunded liabilities (assets) within 30
years. If theamortization period exceeds 30 years, each pension plan’ sboard must propose corrective action to
the State legidature. Any resulting legidative change to benefits or funding could significantly affect the net
pension/OPEB liability (asset). Resulting adjustments to the net pension/OPEB liability (asset) would be
effective when the changes are legally enforceable. The Ohio revised Code permits, but does not require the
retirement systems to provide healthcare to eligible benefit recipients.

The proportionate share of each plan’s unfunded benefits is presented as a long-term net pension/OPEB
liability (asset). Any liability for the contractually-required pension contribution outstanding at the end of the
year isincluded in intergovernmental payable.

The remainder of this note includes the required pension disclosures. See Note 12 for the required OPEB
disclosures.

Plan Description - School Employees Retirement System (SERS)

Plan Description — School non-teaching employees participate in SERS, a statewide, cost-sharing multiple-
employer defined benefit pension plan administered by SERS. SERS provides retirement, disability and
survivor benefits, annual cost of living adjustments and death benefits to plan members and beneficiaries.
Authority to establish and amend benefitsis provided by Ohio Revised Code Chapter 3309. SERS issues a
publicly available, stand-alone financia report that includes financia statements, required supplementary
information and detailed information about SERS' fiduciary net position. That report can be obtained by
visiting the SERS website at www.ohsers.org under Employers/Audit Resources.

Age and service requirements for retirement are as follows:

Annual retirement benefits are cal culated based on final average salary multiplied by a percentage that varies
based on year of service; 2.2 percent for thefirst 30 years of service and 2.5 percent for years of service credit
over 30. Final average salary is the average of the highest three years of salary.

An individual whose benefit effective date is before April 1, 2018, is eligible for a cost of living adjustment
(COLA) onthefirst anniversary date of the benefit. Beginning April 1, 2018, new benefit recipients must wait
until the fourth anniversary of their benefit for COLA dligibility. The COLA is added each year to the base
benefit amount on the anniversary date of the benefit. A three-year COLA suspensionisin effect for all benefit
recipients for the years 2018, 2019, and 2020. Upon resumption of the COLA, it will be indexed to the
percentage increase in the CPI-W, not to exceed 2.5 percent and with afloor of O percent.
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Funding Policy — Plan members are required to contribute 10 percent of their annual covered salary and the
Schoal isrequired to contribute 14 percent of annual covered payroll. The contribution requirements of plan
members and employers are established and may be amended by the SERS' Retirement Board up to statutory
maximum amounts of 10 percent for plan members and 14 percent for employers. The Retirement Board,
acting with the advice of the actuary, allocates the employer contribution rate among four of the System’s
funds (Pension Trust Fund, Death Benefit Fund, Medicare B Fund, and Health Care Fund). For thefiscal year
ended June 30, 2020, the allocation to pension, death benefits, and Medicare B was 14.0 percent. SERS did
not allocate employer contributions to the Health Care Fund for fiscal year 2020.

The School’ s contractually required contribution to SERS was $17,329 for fiscal year 2020.
Plan Description - State Teachers Retirement System (STRS)

Plan Description — School licensed teachers and other faculty members participate in STRS Ohio, a cost-
sharing multiple-employer public employee retirement system administered by STRS. STRS provides
retirement and disability benefitsto members and death and survivor benefitsto beneficiaries. STRSissuesa
stand-alonefinancial report that includesfinancia statements, required supplementary information and detailed
information about STRS' fiduciary net position. That report can be obtained by writing to STRS, 275 E.
Broad St., Columbus, OH 43215-3771, by calling (888) 227-7877, or by visiting the STRS Web site at

www.strsoh.org.

New members have a choice of three retirement plans; a Defined Benefit (DB) Plan, aDefined Contribution
(DC) Plan, and a Combined Plan. Benefits are established by Ohio Revised Code Chapter 3307.

The DB plan offers an annual retirement allowance based on final average salary multiplied by a percentage
that varies based on years of service. Effective August 1, 2015, the calculation is 2.2 percent of final average
salary for the five highest years of earnings multiplied by all years of service. In April 2017, the Retirement
Board made the decision to reduce COLA granted on or after July 1, 2017, to O percent to preserve the fiscal
integrity of the retirement system. Benefit recipients’ base benefit and past cost-of living increases are not
affected by this change. Effective August 1, 2017 — July 1, 2019, any member could retire with reduced
benefitswho had (1) five years of service credit and age 60; (2) 27 years of service credit and age 55; or (3) 30
years of service credit regardless of age. Effective August 1, 2019 —July 1, 2021, any member may retire with
reduced benefitswho has (1) five years of service credit and age 60; (2) 28 years of service credit and age 55;
or (3) 30 years of service credit regardless of age. Eligibility changes will continue to be phased in through
August 1, 2026, when retirement digibility for unreduced benefitswill be five years of service credit and age
65, or 35 years of service credit and at least age 60. Retirement eligibility for reduced benefits will be five
years of service credit and age 60, or 30 years of service credit regardless of age.

The DC Plan alows members to place all their member contributions and 9.53 percent of the 14 percent
employer contributions into an investment account. Investment allocation decisions are determined by the
member. The remaining 4.47 percent of the 14 percent employer rate is alocated to the defined benefit
unfunded liability. A member is eligible to receive a retirement benefit at age 50 and termination of
employment. The member may elect to receive alifetime monthly annuity or alump sum withdrawal.

The Combined Plan offersfeatures of both the DB Plan and the DC Plan. |nthe Combined Plan, 12 percent of
the 14 percent member rate goes to the DC Plan and the remaining 2 percent goes to the DB Plan. Member
contributionsto the DC Plan are allocated among investment choi ces by the member, and contributionsto the
DB Plan from the employer and the member are used to fund the defined benefit payment at areduced level

fromtheregular DB Plan. The defined benefit portion of the Combined Plan payment is payableto amember
on or after age 60 with five yearsof service. The defined contribution portion of the account may betaken asa
lump sum payment or converted to a lifetime monthly annuity after termination of employment at age 50 or
later.
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New members who choose the DC plan or Combined Plan will have another opportunity to reselect a
permanent plan during their fifth year of membership. Members may remain in the same plan or transfer to
another STRS plan. The optional annuitization of a member’s defined contribution account or the defined
contribution portion of amember’s Combined Plan account to alifetime benefit resultsin STRS bearing the
risk of investment gain or loss on the account. STRS has therefore included all three plan options as one
defined benefit plan for GASB 68 reporting purposes.

A DB or Combined Plan member with five or more years of credited service who isdetermined to be disabled
may qualify for a disability benefit. Eligible survivors of members who die before service retirement may
qualify for monthly benefits. New memberson or after July 1, 2013, must have at | east ten years of qualifying
service credit to apply for disability benefits. Membersin the DC Plan who become disabled are entitled only
to their account balance. If a member of the DC Plan dies before retirement benefits begin, the member’s
designated beneficiary is entitled to receive the member’' s account balance.

Funding Policy — Employer and member contribution rates are established by the State Teachers Retirement
Board and limited by Chapter 3307 of the Ohio Revised Code. For thefiscal year ended June 30, 2020, plan
members were required to contribute 14 percent of their annual covered salary. The School was required to
contribute 14 percent; the entire 14 percent was the portion used to fund pension obligations. Thefiscal year
2020 contribution rates were equal to the statutory maximum rates.

The School’ s contractually required contribution to STRS was $47,227 for fiscal year 2020.
Net Pension Liability, Pension Expense, and Deferred Outflows/I nflows of Resources Related to Pensions

The net pension liability was measured as of June 30, 2019, and thetotal pension liability used to caculatethe
net pension liability was determined by an independent actuarial valuation as of that date. The School's
proportion of the net pension liability was based on the employer’s share of employer contributions in the
pension plan relative to the total employer contributions of all participating employers. Following is
information related to the proportionate share and pension expense:

Deferred outflows/inflows of resources represent the effect of changes in the net pension liability due to the
difference between projected and actual investment earnings, differences between expected and actua actuaria
experience, changes in assumptions and changes in the School’s proportion of the collective net pension
liability. The deferred outflows and deferred inflows are to be included in pension expense over current and
future periods. The difference between projected and actual investment earnings is recognized in pension
expense using astraight line method over afive year period beginning in the current year. Deferred outflows
and deferred inflows resulting from changes in sources other than differences between projected and actual
investment earnings are amortized over the average expected remaining service lives of al members (both
active and inactive) using the straight line method. Employer contributions to the pension plan subsequent to
the measurement date are also required to be reported as a deferred outflow of resources.

Actuarial Assumptions - SERS

SERS' total pension liability was determined by their actuariesin accordance with GASB Statement No. 67, as
part of their annual actuarial valuation for each defined benefit retirement plan. Actuarial vauations of an
ongoing plan involve estimates of the value of reported amounts (e.g., salaries, credited service) and
assumptions about the probability of occurrence of events far into the future (e.g., mortality, disabilities,
retirements, employment terminations). Actuarially determined amounts are subject to continual review and
potential modifications, as actual results are compared with past expectations and new estimates are made
about the future.
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Projections of benefits for financial reporting purposes are based on the substantive plan (the plan as
understood by the employers and plan members) and include the types of benefits provided at thetime of each
valuation and the historical pattern of sharing benefit costs between the employers and plan membersto that
point. The projection of benefits for financial reporting purposes does not explicitly incorporate the potential
effects of legal or contractual funding limitations. Future benefitsfor all current plan memberswere projected
through 2035.

Actuarial calculationsreflect along-term perspective. For anewly hired employee, actuarial calculationswill
take into account the employee's entire career with the employer and a so take into consideration the benefits, if
any, paid to the employee after termination of employment until the death of the employee and any applicable
contingent annuitant. In many cases, actuarial calculationsreflect severa decadesof servicewith theemployer
and the payment of benefits after termination.

Memberswho retire after June 1, 1986, need 10 years of service credit, exclusive of most types of purchased
credit, to qualify to participatein SERS' health care coverage. In addition to age and serviceretirees, disability
benefit reci pients and beneficiarieswho are receiving monthly benefits dueto the death of amember or retiree,
are digible for SERS' hedlth care coverage. Most retirees and dependents choosing SERS' health care
coverage are over the age of 65 and therefore enrolled in afully insured Medicare Advantage plan; however,
SERS maintains a traditional, self-insured preferred provider organization for its non-Medicare retiree
population. For both groups, SERS offers a self-insured prescription drug program. Health careisabenefit that
ispermitted, not mandated, by statute. Thefinancia report of the Plan isincluded in the SERS Comprehensive
Annual Financial Report which can be obtained on SERS' website at www.ohsers.org under Employers/Audit
Resources.

Access to health care for retirees and beneficiariesis permitted in accordance with Section 3309 of the Ohio
Revised Code. The Health Care Fund was established and isadministered in accordance with Internal Revenue
Code Section 105(€). SERS' Retirement Board reservesthe right to change or discontinue any health plan or
program. Active employee members do not contribute to the Health Care Plan. The SERS Retirement Board
established the rules for the premiums paid by the retirees for health care coverage for themselves and their
dependents or for their surviving beneficiaries. Premiumsvary depending on the plan selected, qualified years
of service, Medicare digibility, and retirement status.

Funding Policy - State statute permits SERS to fund the health care benefits through employer contributions.
Each year, after the allocation for statutorily required pensionsand benefits, the Retirement Board may all ocate
the remainder of the employer contribution of 14 percent of covered payroll to the Health Care Fund in
accordance with the funding policy. For the fiscal year ended June 30, 2020, SERS did not allocate any
employer contributions to health care. An additiona health care surcharge on employers is collected for
empl oyees earning less than an actuarial ly determined minimum compensation amount, pro-rated if lessthan a
full year of service credit was earned. For fiscal year 2020, this amount was $19,600. Statutes provide that no
employer shall pay ahealth care surcharge greater than 2.0 percent of that employer’ s SERS-covered payroll;
nor may SERS collect in aggregate more than 1.5 percent of thetotal statewide SERS-covered payroll for the
health care surcharge. For fiscal year 2020, the School’ s surcharge obligation was $267.

Plan Description - State Teachers Retirement System (STRS)

Plan Description — The State Teachers Retirement System of Ohio (STRS) administers a cost-sharing Health
Plan administered for eligible retirees who participated in the defined benefit or combined pension plans
offered by STRS. Ohio law authorizes STRSto offer thisplan. Benefitsinclude hospitalization, physicians
fees, prescription drugs and partial reimbursement of monthly Medicare Part B premiums. Medicare Part B
premium reimbursementswill be discontinued effective January 1, 2021. The Planisincluded inthereport of
STRS which can be obtained by visiting www.strsoh.org or by calling (888) 227-7877.

Funding Policy — Ohio Revised Code Chapter 3307 authorizes STRS to offer the Plan and gives the
Retirement Board discretionary authority over how much, if any, of the health care costs will be absorbed by
STRS. Active employee members do not contribute to the Health Care Plan. Nearly all health care plan
enrollees, for the most recent year, pay a portion of the health care costs in the form of a monthly premium.
Under Ohio law, funding for post-employment health care may be deducted from employer contributions,
currently 14 percent of covered payroll. For thefiscal year ended June 30, 2020, STRS did not allocate any
employer contributions to post-employment health care.

Grants

Amounts received from grantor agencies are subject to audit and adjustment by the grantor. Any disallowed
costs may require refunding to the grantor. Amounts which may be disallowed, if any, are not presently
determinable. However, in the opinion of the School, any such adjustments will not have a material adverse
effect on the financia position of the School.

Enrollment FTE

Schooal foundation funding is based on the annualized full-time equivaent (FTE) enrollment of each student.
However, thereis an important nexus between attendance and enrollment for Foundation funding purposes.
Community schools must provide documentation that clearly demonstrates students have participated in
learning opportunities. The Ohio Department of Education (ODE) islegidatively required to adjust/reconcile
funding as enrollment information is updated by schoolsthroughout the State, which can extend past thefiscal
year end.

Under Ohio Rev. Code Section 3314.08, ODE may a so perform aFTE Review subsequent to thefiscal year
end that may result in an additional adjustment to the enrollment information as well as claw backs of
Foundation funding due to a lack of evidence to support student participation and other matters of
noncompliance. As of the date of thisreport, ODE has not performed an FTE Review on the School for fiscal
year 2020.

As of the date of thisreport, all ODE adjustments have been completed.

In addition, the School’ s contracts with their Sponsor and Management Company require payment based on
revenues received from the State. As discussed above, al ODE adjustments through fiscal year 2020 have
been completed. A reconciliation between payments previousy made and the FTE adjustments hastaken place
with these contracts.

Litigation

The School is not a party to legal proceedings that, in the opinion of management, would have a material
adverse effect on the financial statements.

NOTE 14 - SUBSEQUENT EVENT

The United States and the State of Ohio declared a state of emergency in March 2020 due to the COVID-19
pandemic. Thefinancia impact of COV1D-19 and the ensuing emergency measures have impacted the current
period and will continue to impact subsequent periods of the School. Due to the dynamic environment and
changesinfiscal policies, the exact impact on the School’ sfuture operating costs, revenues, and any recovery
from emergency funding, either federal or state, cannot be reasonably estimated.

Mortality among service retired members, and beneficiaries was updated to RP-2014 Blue Collar
Mortality Table with fully generational projection with Scale BB, 120 percent of male rates, and
110 percent of female rates.
Mortality among disabled members was updated to RP-2000 Disabled Mortality Table, 90
percent for male rates and 100 percent for female rates, set back five yearsis used for the period
after disability retirement.

Changesin Assumptions— STRS

For fiscal year 2018, the Retirement Board approved several changes to the actuarial assumptionsin 2017.
The long term expected rate of return was reduced from 7.75 percent to 7.45 percent, the inflation
assumption was lowered from 2.75 percent to 2.50 percent, the payroll growth assumption was lowered to
3.00 percent, and total salary increases rate was lowered by decreasing the merit component of the
individual salary increases, in addition to a decrease of 0.25 percent due to lower inflation. The healthy and
disabled mortality assumptions were updated to the RP-2014 mortality tables with generational
improvement scale MP-2016. Rates of retirement, termination and disability were modified to better reflect
anticipated future experience.

Changesin Benefit Terms - SERS

With the authority granted to the Board under SB 8, the Board enacted a three-year COLA delay for future
benefit recipients commencing on or after April 1, 2018.

For fiscal year 2018, the cost-of -living adjustment was changed from afixed 3.00 percent to acost-of-living
adjustment that is indexed to CPI-W not greater than 2.50 percent with a floor of zero percent beginning

January 1, 2018. In addition, with the authority granted the Board under HB 49, the Board has enacted a
three-year COLA suspension for benefit recipients in calendar years 2018, 2019 and 2020.

The non-M edicare subsidy percentage
was increased effective January 1, 2020 from 1.944 percent to 1.984 percent per year of service. The non-
Medicare frozen subsidy base premium was increased effective January 1, 2020. The Medicare subsidy
percentages were adjusted effective January 1, 2021 to 2.1 percent for the Medicare plan. The Medicare
Part B monthly reimbursement elimination date was postponed to January 1, 2021

For fiscal year 2019, the subsidy multiplier for non-Medicare benefit recipients was increased from 1.9
percent to 1.944 percent per year of service effective January 1, 2019. The non-Medicare frozen subsidy
base premium was increased effective January 1, 2019 and all remaining Medicare Part B premium
reimbursements will be discontinued beginning January 1, 2020.
