FINANCIAL HIGHLIGHTS

During FY 2018, the Authority’ s net position decreased by $32,372 (or 16%). Since the Authority
engages only in business-type activities, the decreaseis dl in the category of business-type net
position. Net positions were $202,312 and $169,940 for FY 2017 and FY 2018 respectively.

The revenue increased by $92,595 (or 2.88%) during FY 2018 and was $3,219,385 and $3,311,980
for FY 2017 and FY 2018 respectively.

Total expensesincreased by $158,306 (or 4.97%) during FY 2018 and were $3,186,046 and
$3,344,352 for FY 2017 and FY 2018 respectively.

The primary focus of the Authority’ s financial statement is on the Authority as awhole The Authority operates
as asingle enterprise fund and this presentation allows the user to address relevant questions, broaden abasis
for comparison (fiscal year to fiscal year or Authority to Authority) and enhance the Authority’ s accountability.

Government-Wide Financial Statements

The Government-wide financial statements are designed to be corporate-like in that all business-type activities
are consolidated into columns, which add to atotal for the entire Authority.

These Statements include a Statement of Net Position, which is similar to a Balance Sheet. The Statement of Net
Position reportsall financial and capital resourcesfor the Authority. The statement is presented in theformat where
assets and deferred outflow of resources, minusliabilities and deferred inflow of resources, equal “ Net Position”.
Assetsand liabilities are presented in order of liquidity and are classified as” Current” (convertibleinto cash within
one year), and “Non-current”.

The focus of the Statement of Net Position (the “ Unrestricted” portion) is designed to represent the net available
liquid (non-capital) assetsand deferred outflows, net of liabilitiesand deferred inflows, for theentire Authority. Net
Position is reported in three broad categories:

Investment in Capital Assets: This component of Net Position consists of all Capital Assets, net of accumulated
depreciation, reduced by the outstanding balances of any bonds, mortgages, notes or other borrowings that are
attributable to the acquisition, construction, or improvement of those assets. The Authority does not have any
outstanding debt.

Restricted: Thiscomponent of Net Position consists of restricted assets, when constraints are placed on the asset by
creditors (such as debt covenants), grantors, contributors, laws, regulations, etc.

Unrestricted: Consists of Net Position that do not meet the definition of “Investment in Capital Assets’, or
“Restricted”.

The Government-wide financial statements also include a Statement of Revenues, Expenses and Changesin Net
Position (similar to an Income Statement). This Statement includes Operating Revenues, such as grant revenue,
Operating Expenses, such as administrative, utilities, and maintenance, and depreciation, and Non-Operating
Revenue, such asinterest revenue.

Thefocus of the Statement of Revenues, Expenses and Changesin Net Position isthe “Change in Net Position”,
which issimilar to Net Income or Loss.

Finally, Statement of Cash Flowsisincluded, which discloses net cash provided by, or used for operating activities,
non-capital financing activities, investing activities, and from capital and related financing activities.

The Authority’s Fund

The Authority consistsof exclusively an Enterprise Fund. The Enterprisefund utilizesthefull accrud basisof accounting.
The Enterprise method of accounting is similar to accounting utilized in the private sector. The fund maintained by the
Authority is required by the Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD).

Business-Type Activities:

Housing Choice Voucher Program — Under the Housing Choice Voucher Program, the Authority administers
contracts with independent landlords that own the property. The Authority subsidizesthe family’ s rent through a
Housing Assistance Payment (HAP) made to the landlord. The program is administered under an Annual
Contributions Contract (ACC) with HUD. HUD provides Annua Contributions Funding to enable the Authority to
structure alease that sets the participants' rent at 30% of adjusted household income.

Other Non-major Funds- In addition to the major program above, the Authority aso maintains the following
non-major funds. Non-major funds are defined asfundsthat have assets, liabilities, revenues, or expenses of at least
5% or more of the Authority’ stotal assets, liabilities, revenues, or expenses.

Home Investment Partnership Program-grant monies are received from local sources to administer this
program in amanner similar to the Housing Choice V oucher Program.

Community Development Block Grants-grant monies are received from local sources to administer this
program in amanner similar to the Housing Choice V oucher Program.

The net pension liability (NPL) isthe largest single liability reported by the Authority at June 30,
2018 and is reported pursuant to GASB Statement 68, “ Accounting and Financial Reporting for
Pensions—an Amendment of GASB Statement 27.” For fiscal year 2018, the Authority adopted
GASB Statement 75, “ Accounting and Financial Reporting for Postemployment Benefits Other Than
Pensions,” which significantly revises accounting for costs and liabilities related to other
postemployment benefits (OPEB). For reasons discussed below, many end users of this financial
statement will gain aclearer understanding of the Authority’s actual financial condition by adding
deferred inflows related to pension and OPEB, the net pension liability and the net OPEB liability to
the reported net position and subtracting deferred outflows related to pension and OPEB.

Governmental Accounting Standards Board standards are national and apply to all government
financial reports prepared in accordance with generally accepted accounting principles. Prior
accounting for pensions (GASB 27) and postemployment benefits (GASB 45) focused on afunding
approach. This approach limited pension and OPEB costs to contributions annually required by law,
which may or may not be sufficient to fully fund each plan’s net pension liability or net OPEB
liability. GASB 68 and GASB 75 take an earnings approach to pension and OPEB accounting;
however, the nature of Ohio’s statewide pension/OPEB plans and state law governing those systems
requires additional explanation in order to properly understand the information presented in these
statements.

GASB 68 and GASB 75 require the net pension liability and the net OPEB liability to equal the
Authority’ s proportionate share of each plan’s collective:

1. Present value of estimated future pension/OPEB benefits attributable to active and inactive
employees' past service.

2. Minus plan assets available to pay these benefits.

GASB notes that pension and OPEB obligations, whether funded or unfunded, are part of the
“employment exchange” —that is, the employee is trading his or her labor in exchange for wages,
benefits, and the promise of afuture pension and other postemployment benefits. GASB noted that
the unfunded portion of this promiseis a present obligation of the government, part of a bargained-
for benefit to the employee and should accordingly be reported by the government as aliability since
they received the benefit of the exchange. However, the Authority is not responsible for certain key
factors affecting the balance of these liahilities. In Ohio, the employee shares the obligation of
funding pension benefits with the employer. Both employer and employee contribution rates are
capped by State statute. A change in these caps requires action of both Houses of the General
Assembly and approval of the Governor. Benefit provisions are also determined by State statute. The
Ohio revised Code permits but does not require the retirement systems to provide healthcare to
eligible benefit recipients. The retirement systems may allocate a portion of the employer
contributions to provide for these OPEB benefits.

The employee enters the employment exchange with the knowledge that the employer’s promiseis
limited not by contract but by law. The employer enters the exchange also knowing that thereisa
specific, legal limit to its contribution to the retirement system. In Ohio, thereis no legal means to
enforce the unfunded liability of the pension/OPEB plan as against the public employer. State law
operates to mitigate/lessen the moral obligation of the public employer to the employee, because al
parties enter the employment exchange with notice as to the law. The retirement system is
responsible for the administration of the pension and OPEB plans.

Most long-term liabilities have set repayment schedules or, in the case of compensated absences (i.e.
sick and vacation leave), are satisfied through paid time-off or termination payments. Thereis no
repayment schedule for the net pension liability or the net OPEB liability. As explained above,
changes in benefits, contribution rates, and return on investments affect the balance of these
liabilities but are outside the control of the local government. In the event that contributions,
investment returns, and other changes are insufficient to keep up with required payments, State
statute does not assign/identify the responsible party for the unfunded portion. Due to the unique
nature of how the net pension liability and the net OPEB liability are satisfied, these liabilities are
separately identified within the long-term liability section of the statement of net position.

In accordance with GASB 68 and GASB 75, the Authority’s statements prepared on an accrual basis
of accounting include an annual pension expense and an annual OPEB expense for their
proportionate share of each plan’s change in net pension liability and net OPEB liability,
respectively, not accounted for as deferred inflows/outflows.

Asaresult of implementing GASB 75, the Authority is reporting anet OPEB liability and deferred
inflows/outflows of resources related to OPEB on the accrual basis of accounting. This
implementation also had the effect of restating net position at June 30, 2017, from $61,612 to
$66,242.

Current assets (primarily cash and investments) were decreased by $28,621 or 8.19% as aresult the decrease in
Liabilities. Total liabilities were decreased by $31,151 or 12.78%. GASB 68 & 75 adversely affect the
liabilities and the Net position of the authority

The Capital Assets had anet decrease of $6,339 due to additions or purchases, disposition of assets and current
year's depreciation.

MAJOR FACTORSAFFECTING THE STATEMENT OF REVENUE, EXPENSES AND CHANGES
IN NET POSITION

HUD PHA Operating Grants increased by $86,892 or 2.72%. There were increases in funding and increasesin
leasing. FY 18 had 7435-unit months leased compared to 7268 in FY 17. (2.30% increase) Both had the affect
of increases in Housing Assistance Payments of $160,812 or 5.71% from FY 17.

The net decrease for 2018 should be broken into HAP funds & PHA funds asfollows; $17,680 decreaseto the
Restricted HAP (NRP) and $14,692 decrease to the Authority’ s funds (UNP).

Other revenues represent income from providing services to other housing authorities, revenues from tenant fraud
recovery, and service fees from other housing authorities. These revenues tend to fluctuate dightly between fiscal
years.

Adminigtrative expensesinclude salaries and related benefits, along with other administrative expense such as

audit fees and office expenses. The Authority attempts to control these expenses to reduce spending as much as
possible; these expenses fluctuate dightly between fiscal years.

1 SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

Summary of Significant Accounting Policies

The basic financia statements of the Marion Metropolitan Housing Authority (the Authority) have
been prepared in conformity with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of
America. The Governmental Accounting Standards Board (GASB) is the accepted standard-setting
body for establishing governmental accounting and financia reporting principles. The more
significant of the Authority's accounting policies are described below.

Reporting Entity

The Authority was created under the Ohio Revised Code, Section 3735.27. The Authority contracts
with the United States Department of Housing and Urban Devel opment (HUD) to provide low and
moderate income persons with safe and sanitary housing through subsidies provided by HUD. The
Authority depends on the subsidies from HUD to operate. The accompanying basic financia
statements comply with the provisions of GASB Statement No. 39, Determining Whether
Organizations are Component Units, in that the financial statementsinclude all organizations,
activities and functions for which the Authority is financially accountable. This report includes all
activities considered by management to be part of the Authority by virtue of Section 2100 of the
Codification of Governmental Accounting and Financial Reporting Standards.

Section 2100 indicates that the reporting entity consists of (a) the primary government, (b)
organizations for which the primary government is financially accountable, and (c) other
organizations for which the nature and significance of their relationship with the primary government
are such that exclusion would cause the reporting entity's financial statements to be misleading or
incompl ete.

The definition of the reporting entity is based primarily on the notion of financial accountability. A
primary government is financially accountable for the organizations that make up itslegal entity.

It isaso financially accountable for legally separate organizationsif its officials appoint a voting
majority of an organization's government body and either it is able to impose its will on that
organization or there is apotential for the organization to provide specific financia benefits to, or to
impose specific financial burdens on, the primary government. A primary government may also be
financially accountable for governmental organizations that are fiscally dependent on it.

A primary government has the ability to impose its will on an organization if it can significantly
influence the programs, projects, or activities of, or the level of services performed or provided by,
the organization. A financial benefit or burden relationship exists if the primary government (a) is
entitled to the organization's resources; (b) islegally obligated or has otherwise assumed the
obligation to finance the deficits of, or provide financia support to, the organization; or (c) is
obligated in some manner for the debt of the organization.

Management believes the financial statementsincluded in this report represent all of the funds of the
Authority over which the Authority is financially accountable. Based on the above criteria, the

Authority has no component units.

Fund Accounting

The Authority uses a proprietary fund to report on its financial position and the results of its
operations for the Section 8 Housing Choice Voucher and other grant programs. Fund accounting is
designed to demonstrate legal compliance and to aid financial management by segregating
transactions related to certain government functions or activities.

Proprietary Fund Type:

Proprietary funds are used to account for the Authority's ongoing activities that are similar to those
found in the private sector. The following is the proprietary fund type:

Enterprise Fund - The Authority is accounted for on aflow of economic resources measurement
focus. With this measurement focus, all assets and all liabilities associated with the operation of the
Authority are included on the statement of Net Position. The statement of revenues, expenses and
changesin Net Position presents increases (i.e. revenues) and decreases (i.e. expenses) in total Net
Position. The statement of cash flows provides information about how the Authority finances and
meets cash flow needs.

The Authority accounts for operations that are financed and operated in a manner similar to private
business enterprises — where the intent of the governing body is that the costs (expenses, including
depreciation) of providing goods or services to the general public on a continuing basis be financed
or recovered primarily through user charges.

M easurement Focus/Basis of Accounting

The Authority has prepared its financial statementsin conformity with accounting principles
generally accepted in the United States of America. The Authority follows the business-type
activities reporting requirements of GASB Statement No. 34, Basic Financia Statements and
Management’ s Discussion and Analysis for State and Local Governments. In accordance with
GABS Statement No. 34, the accompanying basic financial statements are reported on an Authority-
wide basis. GASB Statement No. 34 (as amended by GASB Statement No. 63) requires the
following, which collectively make up the Authority’s basic financia statements:

Accounting and Reporting for Nonexchange Transactions

Nonexchange transactions occur when the Public Housing Authority (PHA) receives (or gives) value
without directly giving equal value in return. GASB 33 identifies four classes of nonexchange
transactions as follows:

Derived tax revenues: result from assessments imposed on exchange transactions (i.e., income taxes,
sales taxes and other assessments on earnings or consumption).

Imposed nonexchange revenues: result from assessments imposed on nongovernmental entities,
including individuals, other than assessments on exchange transactions (i.e. property taxes and
fines).

Government-mandated nonexchange transactions: occur when a government at one level provides
resources to agovernment at another level and requires the recipient to use the resources for a
specific purpose (i.e., federal programs that state or local governments are mandated to perform).
Voluntary nonexchange transactions: result from legislative or contractual agreements, other than
exchanges, entered into willingly by the parties to the agreement (i.e., certain grants and private
donations).

PHA grants and subsidies will be defined as government-mandated or voluntary nonexchange
transactions.

GASB 33 establishes two distinct standards depending upon the kind of stipulation imposed by the
provider.

Time requirements specify (a) the period when resources are required to be used or when use may
begin (for example, operating or capital grants for a specific period) or (b) that the resources are
required to be maintained intact in perpetuity or until a specified date or event has occurred (for
example, permanent endowments, term endowments, and similar agreements). Time requirements
affect the timing of recognition of nonexchange transactions.

Purpose restrictions specify the purpose for which resources are required to be used. (i.e. capital
grants used for the purchase of capital assets). Purpose restrictions do not affect when a nonexchange
transaction is recognized. However, PHAS that receive resources with purpose restrictions should
report resulting Net Position, equity, or fund balance as restricted.

The PHA will recognize assets (liabilities) when all applicable digibility requirements are met or
resources received whichever isfirst. Eligibility requirements established by the provider may
stipulate the qualifying characteristics of recipients, time requirements, allowable costs, and other
contingencies.

Accounting and Reporting for Nonexchange Transactions (continued)

The PHA will recognize revenues (expenses) when all applicable eligibility requirements are met.
For transactions that have a time requirement for the beginning of the following period, PHAs should
record resources received prior to that period as deferred revenue and the provider of those resources
would record an advance.

The PHA receives government-mandated or voluntary nonexchange transactions, which do not
specify time requirements. Upon award, the entire subsidy should be recognized as a receivable and
revenue in the period when applicable eligibility requirements have been met.

Capital Assets

Capital assets are stated at cost and depreciation is computed using the straight line method over the
estimated useful life of the assets. The cost of normal maintenance and repairs, that do not add to the
value of the asset or materially extend the assets life, are not capitalized. The capitalization

threshold used by the Authority is $500. The following are the useful lives used for depreciation
purposes:

Total depreciation expense for the 2018 fiscal year was $6,339.

Cash and Cash Equivaents

For the purpose of the statement of cash flows, cash and cash equivalents include all highly liquid
investments with original maturities of three months or less.

Compensated Absences

The Authority accounts for compensated absences in accordance with GASB Statement No. 16. Sick
leave and other compensated absences with similar characteristics are accrued as a liability based on
the sick leave accumulated at the balance sheet date by those employees who currently are eligible to
receive termination payments. All employees who meet the termination policy of the Authority for
years of service are included in the calculation of the compensated absences accrual amount.

Compensated Absences (continued)

Vacation leave and other compensated absences with similar characteristics are accrued as aliability
as the benefits are earned by the employeesif both of the following conditions are met: 1) The
employees rights to receive compensation are attributable to services already rendered and are not
contingent on a specific event that is outside the control of the employer and employee, 2) Itis
probable that the employer will compensate the employees for the benefits through paid time off or
some other means, such as cash payments at termination or retirement. In the proprietary fund, the
compensated absences are expensed when earned with the amount reported as a current liability.

Net Position

Net Position represent the difference between assets and liabilities. Net assets invested in capital
assets consist of capital assets net of accumulated depreciation. Net assets are reported as restricted
when there are limitations imposed on their use either through the enabling legislation adopted by the
Authority or through external restrictions imposed by creditors, grantors or laws or regul ations of
other governments. The amount reported as restricted Net Position at fiscal year end represents the
amounts restricted by HUD for future Housing Assistance Payments. When an expenseisincurred
for purposes which both restricted and unrestricted Net Position are available, the Authority first
applies restricted Net Position. Net Position restricted by HUD was $64,768.

Estimates

The preparation of the financial statementsin conformity with accounting principles generally
accepted in the United States of America requires management to make estimates and assumptions
that affect reported amounts of assets and liabilities and disclosure of contingent assets and liabilities

at the date of the basic financia statements, and the reported amounts of revenue and expenses
during the reporting period. Actual results could differ from those estimates.

Prepaid Items

Payments made to vendors for services that will benefit beyond year-end are recorded as prepaid
items via the consumption method.

Operating Revenues and Expenses

Operating revenues are those revenues that are generated directly from the primary activity of the
proprietary fund. For the Authority, these revenues are for Housing and Urban Development Grants
and other revenues. Operating expenses are necessary Costs to provide goods or services that are the
primary activity of the fund. All revenues not related to operating activities have been reported as
nonoperating revenues.

Unearned Revenues

Unearned revenue arises when assets are recognized before revenue recognition criteria have been
satisfied.

Grants associated with the current fiscal period are al considered to be susceptible to accrual and
have been recognized as areceivable or revenue, or unearned revenue of the current fiscal period.

Accounts Receivable

Management considers all accounts receivable (excluding the fraud recovery receivable) to be
collected in full.

Pensions

For purposes of measuring the net pension liability, deferred outflows of resources and deferred inflows
of resourcesrelated to pensions, and pension expense, information about the fiduciary net position of the
pension plans and additionsto/deductionsfrom their fiduciary net position have been determined on the
same basis as they are reported by the pension systems. For this purpose, benefit payments (including
refunds of empl oyee contributions) are recognized when due and payabl e in accordance with the benefit
terms. The pension systems report investments at fair value.

2. CASH, CASH EQUIVALENTS AND INVESTMENTS

Cash equivaents include short-term, highly liquid investments that are both readily convertible to
known amounts of cash and are so near maturity that they present insignificant risk of changesin
value because of changes in interest rates. Generally, only investments with original maturities of
three months or less qualify under this definition.

All monies are deposited into banks as determined by the Authority. Funds are deposited in interest
bearing accounts. Security shall be furnished for all accounts in the Authority's name. Cash and
cash equivaents included in the Authority's cash position at June 30, 2018 are as follows:

In addition, the Authority maintains $25 in petty cash funds. Of the fiscal year-end cash balance,
$250,000 was covered by federal deposit insurance, and $66,411 was secured by pledges securities
held by athird party trustee.

Based on the Authority having only demand deposits at June 30, 2018, the Authority is not subject to
interest rate, credit, concentration, or custodial credit risks.
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3. RESTRICTED CASH

Restricted cash balance as of June 30, 2018 of $64,768 represents unspent HAP funding provided for
the Housing Choice Voucher program.

4. RISK MANAGEMENT

The Authority is exposed to various risks of loss related to torts; theft of, damage to, and destruction
of assets; errors and omissions; injuries to employees and natural disasters. During the fiscal year
2010, the Authority purchased commercial insurance for vehicle, health, generaly liability, building
contents, and real property insurance.

Vehicle insurance carries a $100 comprehensive deductible and $250 collision deductible. Property
insurance carries a $250 deductible. The deductible for general liability and electronic data
processing insurance are $250 each. The deductible for public officias' liability insurance is $2,500.

Settled claims have not exceeded this coverage in any of the last three fiscal years. There has been no
significant reduction in coverage from last year.

Net Pension Liability

The net pension liability reported on the statement of net position represents aliability to employees
for pensions. Pensions are a component of exchange transactions—between an employer and its
employees—of salaries and benefits for employee services. Pensions are provided to an employee—
on adeferred-payment basis—as part of the total compensation package offered by an employer for
employee services each financial period. The obligation to sacrifice resources for pensionsis a
present obligation because it was created as aresult of employment exchanges that aready have
occurred.

The net pension liability represents the Authority’ s proportionate share of each pension plan’s
collective actuaria present value of projected benefit payments attributable to past periods of service,
net of each pension plan’sfiduciary net position. The net pension liability calculation is dependent
on critical long-term variables, including estimated average life expectancies, earnings on
investments, cost of living adjustments and others. While these estimates use the best information
available, unknowable future events require adjusting this estimate annually.

Ohio Revised Code limits the Authority’ s obligation for this liability to annually required payments.
The Authority cannot control benefit terms or the manner in which pensions are financed; however,
the Authority does receive the benefit of employees’ services in exchange for compensation
including pension.

GASB 68 assumes the liahility is solely the obligation of the employer, because (1) they benefit from
employee services; and (2) State statute requires all funding to come from these employers. All
contributions to date have come solely from these employers (which a so includes costs paid in the
form of withholdings from employees). State statute requires the pension plans to amortize
unfunded liabilities within 30 years. If the amortization period exceeds 30 years, each pension plan’s
board must propose corrective action to the State legislature. Any resulting legidlative change to
benefits or funding could significantly affect the net pension liability. Resulting adjustments to the
net pension liability would be effective when the changes are legally enforceable. The proportionate
share of each plan’s unfunded benefitsis presented as along-term net pension liability on the accrual
basis of accounting. Any liability for the contractually-required pension contribution outstanding at
the end of the fiscal year isincluded in accounts payable on the accrual basis of accounting.

Plan Description — All employees of the Authority are eligible to participate in the Ohio Public
Employees Retirement System (OPERS). OPERS administers three separate pension plans as
described below:

1. The Traditional Pension Plan —a cost sharing, multiple-employer defined pension plan.

2. The Member-Directed Plan — a defined contribution plan in which the member invests both
member and employer contributions (employer contributions vest over five years at 20% per
year). Under the Member-Directed Plan, members accumulate retirement assets equal to the
value of member and (vested) employer contributions plus any investment earnings.
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6. DEFINED BENEFIT PENSION PLAN —CONTINUED

1. The Combined Plan — a cost-sharing, multiple-employer defined benefit pension plan. Under
the Combined Plan, OPERS invests employer contributions to provide aformula retirement
benefit similar in nature to the Traditional Pension Plan benefit. Member contributions, the
investment of which is self-directed by the members, accumul ate retirement assetsin a
manner similar to the Member-Directed Plan.

OPERS provides retirement, disability, survivor and death benefits, and annual costs-of-living
adjustments to members of the traditional plan. Authority to establish and amend benefitsis provided
by Chapter 145 of the Ohio Revised Code.

OPERS issues a stand-alone financia report that includes financial statements, required
supplementary information and detailed information about OPERS fiduciary net position that may be
obtained by visiting https://www.opers.org/financial/reports.shtml, by writing to OPERS, 277 East
Town Street, Columbus, Ohio 43215-4642 or by calling (800) 222-7377.

Funding Policy — Plan members are required to contribute 10 percent of their annual covered salary
and the Authority is required to contribute 14 percent of annual covered payroll. The contribution
requirements of plan members and employers are established and may be amended by the PERS
Retirement Board up to statutory maximum amounts of 10 percent for plan members and 14 percent
for employers. The 14% employer contribution rate consisted of 13% allocated to pension and 1%
allocated to post-employment health care benefits; starting January 1, 2018, the percentages were
14% to pension and 0% to post-employment health care benefits. The Retirement Board, acting
with the advice of the actuary, alocates the contribution rate consistent across al three plans.

The Authority’ s contractually required contribution to OPERS was $11,711 for fiscal year 2018. Of
this amount $1,005 is reported within accounts payable.

Pension Liabilities, Pension Expense, and Deferred Outflows of Resources and Deferred Inflows of
Resour ces Related to Pensions

The net pension liability was measured as of December 31, 2017, and the total pension liability used
to calculate the net pension liability was determined by an actuarial valuation as of that date. The
Authority’s proportion of the net pension liability was based on the Authority’s share of the
contributions to the pension plan relative to the contributions of all participating entities. The
Authority’ s employees have only participated in the Traditional Plan. Following isinformation
related to the proportionate share and pension expense:

Specia tables are used for the period after disability retirement and post-retirement mortality. The
most recent experience study was completed December 31, 2015. The long-term return expected rate
of return on pension plan investments was determined using a building-block method in which best-
estimate ranges of expected future real rates of return (expected returns, net of pension plan
investment expense and inflation) are devel oped for each major asset class. These ranges are
combined to produce the long-term expected rate of return by weighting the expected future real
rates of return by the target asset allocation percentage and by adding expected inflation. The target
allocation and best estimates of arithmetic real rates of return for each major asset class are
summarized in the following table:

Discount Rate The total pension liability was calculated using the discount rate of 7.5 percent. The
projection of cash flows used to determine the discount rate assumed the empl oyee contributions will
be made at the current contribution rate and that contributions from employers will be made at
contractually required rates, actuarially determined. Based on those assumptions, the Plan’s fiduciary
net position was projected to be available to make all projected future benefit payments of current
active and inactive employees. Therefore, the long-term expected rate of return on Plan investments
was applied to all periods of projected benefit payments to determine the total pension

liability.

The net OPEB liability represents the Authority’ s proportionate share of each OPEB plan’s collective
actuarial present value of projected benefit payments attributable to past periods of service, net of
each OPEB plan’sfiduciary net position. The net OPEB liability calculation is dependent on critical
long-term variables, including estimated average life expectancies, earnings on investments, cost of
living adjustments and others. While these estimates use the best information available, unknowable
future events require adjusting these estimates annually.

Ohio Revised Code limits the Authority’ s obligation for this liability to annually required payments.

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7. OTHER POST EMPLOYEMENT BENEFITS - CONTINUED

GASB 75 assumes the liability is solely the obligation of the employer, because they benefit from
employee services. OPEB contributions come from these employers and health care plan enrollees
which pay a portion of the health care costs in the form of a monthly premium. The Ohio revised
Code permits but does not require the retirement systems to provide healthcare to eligible benefit
recipients. Any change to benefits or funding could significantly affect the net OPEB liability.
Resulting adjustments to the net OPEB liability would be effective when the changes are legally
enforceable. The retirement systems may allocate a portion of the employer contributions to provide
for these OPEB benefits.

The proportionate share of each plan’s unfunded benefits is presented as along-term net OPEB
liability on the accrual basis of accounting. Any liability for the contractually-required OPEB
contribution outstanding at the end of the year isincluded in accounts payable on both the accrual
and modified accrual bases of accounting.

Plan Description — OPERS

Health Care Plan Description - The Ohio Public Employees Retirement System (OPERS. OPERS
administers three separate plans. The traditional pension plan is a cost-sharing, multiple-employer
defined benefit plan. The member directed plan is a defined contribution plan and the combined plan
isacost sharing, multiple-employer defined benefit plan with defined contribution features.

As of December 2016, OPERS maintains one health care trust, the 115 Health Care Trust (115
Trust), which was established in 2014 to initially provide a funding mechanism for a health
reimbursement arrangement (HRA), as the prior trust structure could not support the HRA. In March
2016, OPERS received two favorable rulings from the Internal Revenue Service (IRS) allowing
OPERS to consolidate health care assetsinto the 115 Trust. The 401(h) Health Care Trust (401(h)
Trust) was a pre-funded trust that provided health care funding for eligible members of the
Traditional Pension Plan and the Combined Plan through December 31, 2015, when plans funded
through the 401(h) Trust were terminated. The Voluntary Employees Beneficiary Association Trust
(VEBA Trust) accumulated funding for retiree medical accounts for participants in the Member-
Directed Plan through June 30, 2016. The 401(h) Trust and the VEBA Trust were closed as of June
30, 2016 and the net positions transferred to the 115Ttrust on July 1, 2016. Beginning in 2016, the
115 Trust, established under Internal Revenue Code (IRC) Section 115, is the funding vehicle for all
health care plans.

The OPERS health care plans are reported as other post-employment benefit plans (OPEB) based on
the criteria established by the Governmental Accounting Standards Board (GASB). Periodicaly,
OPERS modifies the health care program design to improve the ongoing solvency of the plans.
Eligibility requirements for access to the OPERS health care options have changed over the history
of the program for Traditional Pension Plan and Combined Plan members. Prior to January 1, 2015,
10 or more years of service were required to qualify for health care coverage.
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7. OTHER POST EMPLOYEMENT BENEFITS - CONTINUED

Beginning January 1, 2015, generally, members must be at |east age 60 with 20 years of qualifying
service credit to qualify for health care coverage or 30 years of qualifying service at any age.
Beginning 2016, Traditional Pension Plan and Combined Plan retirees enrolled in Medicare A and B
were dligible to participate in the OPERS Medicare Connector (Connector). The Connector, a vendor
selected by OPERS, assists dligible retirees in the selection and purchase of Medicare supplemental
coverage through the Medicare market. Retirees that purchase supplemental coverage through the
Connector may receive a monthly allowance in their HRA that can be used to reimburse eligible
health care expenses.

The Ohio Revised Code permits, but does not require, OPERS to provide OPEB benefitsto its
eligible benefit recipients. Authority to establish and amend health care coverage is provided in
Chapter 145 of the Ohio Revised Code. OPERS issues a stand-alone financial report. Interested
parties may obtain a copy by visiting https.//www.opers.org/financia/reports.shtml#CAFR, by
writing OPERS, 277 East Town Street, Columbus, Ohio 43215-4642, or by calling (614) 222-5601
or 1-800-222-7377.

Funding Policy - The Ohio Revised Code provides the statutory authority requiring public employers
to fund health care through their contributionsto OPERS. A portion of each employer’s contribution
to OPERS is set aside to fund OPERS health care plans. Employer contribution rates are expressed
as a percentage of the earnable salary of active members. In fiscal year 2018, Authority contributed at
arate of 14 percent of earnable salary. The Ohio Revised Code currently limits the employer
contribution rate not to exceed 14 percent of covered payroll. Active member contributions do not
fund health care. With the assistance of the System’s actuary and Board approval, a portion of each
employer contribution to OPERS may be set aside for the funding of post-employment health care
coverage.

The portion of employer contributions allocated to healthcare was 1.0% for calendar year 2017. As
recommended by OPERSSs actuary, the portion of employer contributions allocated to healthcare
beginning January 1, 2018 decrease to 0%.

Employer contribution rates are actuarially determined and are expressed as a percentage of covered
payroll.

Authority’s contractually required contribution was $12,163 for the fiscal year 2018. Of this amount,
$452 was used to fund health care.

Actuarial Assumptions - OPERS

Actuarial valuations of an ongoing plan involve estimates of the values of reported amounts and
assumptions about the probability of occurrence of events far into the future. Examples include
assumptions about future employment, mortality, and cost trends. Actuarially determined amounts
are subject to continual review or modification as actual results are compared with past expectations
and new estimates are made about the future.

Projections of health care costs for financial reporting purposes are based on the substantive plan and
include the types of benefits provided at the time of each valuation and the historical pattern of
sharing of costs between the System and plan members. The total OPEB liability was determined by
an actuaria valuation as of December 31, 2016, rolled forward to the measurement date of December
31, 2017. The actuarial valuation used the following actuarial assumptions applied to all periods
included in the measurement:

Single Discount Rate 3.85%

Investment Rate of Return 6.50%

Pre-retirement mortality rates are based on the RP-2014 Employees mortality table for males and
females, adjusted for mortality improvement back to the observation period base year of 2006. The
base year for males and femal es was then established to be 2015 and 2010, respectively. Post-
retirement mortality rates are based on the RP-2014 Healthy Annuitant mortality table for males and
females, adjusted for mortality improvement back to the observation period base year of 2006. The
base year for males and femal es was then established to be 2015 and 2010, respectively.
Post-retirement mortality rates for disabled retirees are based on the RP-2014 Disabled mortality
table for males and females, adjusted for mortality improvement back to the observation period base
year of 2006. The base year for males and females was then established to be 2015 and 2010,
respectively.

Mortality rates for a particular calendar year are determined by applying the MP-2015 mortality
improvement scale to all of the above described tables.

The allocation of investment assets within the Health Care portfolio is approved by the Board as
outlined in the annual investment plan. Assets are managed on atotal return basis with along-term
objective of continuing to offer a sustainable health care program for current and future retirees. The
System’s primary goal isto achieve and maintain a fully funded status for benefits provided through
the defined pension plans. Health care is a discretionary benefit.

Discount Rate: The single discount rate used to measure the OPEB liability was 3.85 percent.
Projected benefit payments are required to be discounted to their actuarial present value using a
single discount rate that reflects (1) along-term expected rate of return on OPEB plan investments
(to the extent that the health care fiduciary net position is projected to be sufficient to pay benefits),
and (2) tax-exempt municipal bond rate based on an index of 20-year general obligation bonds with
an average AA credit rating as of the measurement date (to the extent that the contributions for use
with the long-term expected rate are not met). This discount rate was based on an expected rate of
return on the health care investment portfolio of 6.50% and a municipal bond rate of 3.31%. The
projection of cash flows used to determine the discount rate assumed that employer contributions
will be made at rates equal to the actuarially determined contribution rate. Based on these
assumptions, the health care fiduciary net position and future contributions were sufficient to finance
health care costs through 2034. As aresult, the long-term expected rate of return on health care
investments was applied to projected costs through the year 2034, and the municipal bond rate was
applied to all health care costs after that date.

Changesin the health care cost trend rate may also have a significant impact on the net OPEB
liability.

The following table presents the net OPEB liability calculated using the assumed trend rates, and the
expected net OPEB liability if it were calculated using a health care cost trend rate that is 1.0% lower
or 1.0% higher than the current rate. Retiree health care valuations use a health care cost-trend
assumption that changes over several years built into the assumption. The near-term rates reflect
increases in the current cost of health care; the trend starting in 2018 is 7.50%.

If this trend continues for future years, the projection indicates that years from now virtually all
expenditures will be for health care. A more reasonable alternative is that in the not-too-distant
future, the health plan cost trend will decreaseto alevel at, or near, wage inflation. On this basis, the
actuaries’ project premium rate increases will continue to exceed wage inflation for approximately
the next decade, but by less each year, until leveling off at an ultimate rate, assumed to be 3.25% in
the most recent valuation.

However,
based on prior experience, management believes any such disallowed claims or recaptured amounts
could have a material adverse effect on the overall financia position of the Authority at June 30,
2018.

Such
expenditures are recognized following the cost principals contained in the Uniform Guidance, wherein
certain types of expenditures are not allowable or are limited as to reimbursement.

The Authority has not elected to use the 10-percent de minimisindirect cost rate as allowed under
the Uniform Guidance.
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11. CHANGE IN ACCOUNTING PRINCIPLE AND RESTATEMENT OF NET POSITION

For fiscal year 2018, the Authority implemented the Governmental Accounting Standards Board
(GASB) Statement No. 85, Omnibus 2017, Statement No. 75, Accounting and Financial Reporting
for Postemployment Benefits Other than Pensions, and related guidance from (GASB)
Implementation Guide No. 2017-3, Accounting and Financial Reporting for Postemployment
Benefits other Than Pensions (and Certain Issues Related to OPEB Plan Reporting).

GASB 85 addresses a variety of topics including issues related to blending component units,
goodwill, fair value measurement and application, and postemployment benefits (pensions and other
postemployment benefits (OPEB)).

These changes were incorporated in the Authority’ s fiscal year 2018 financial statements; however,
there was no effect on beginning net position/fund balance.

GASB 75 established standards for measuring and recognizing Postemployment benefit liabilities,
deferred outflows of resources, deferred inflows of resources and expense/expenditure.

Information about factors that significantly affect trends in the amounts reported in the schedules
should be presented as notes to the schedule.

Changes in benefit terms: There were no changes in benefit terms from the amounts reported for the
fiscal years presented.

Changes in assumptions: In 2016, actuarial consultants conducted an experience study for the
period 2011 through 2015, comparing assumptions to actual results. The experience study
incorporates both a historical review and forward-1ooking projections to determine the appropriate
set of assumptions to keep the plan on a path toward full funding. Information from this study led to
changes in both demographic and economic assumptions with most notable being a reduction in the
actuarially assumed rate of return from 8.0% to 7.5% for the defined benefits investments. See the
notes to the basic financial statements for the methods and assumptions in this calculation.
